"an sot to authorise the holding of a special term of the circuit 
court in and for the.county of Jefferson." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented is senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

8E0nm 1. Section one of chapter 126 of the gen-
eral laws of 1860, is hereby amended, so as to read as 
follows : "Section 1. A special term of the circuit 
court in and for the county of Jefferson, shall be holden 
at the court house, in the village of Jefferson, in said 
county, on the first Tuesday in June, in each year, to 
commence at one o'clock on said day : provided, that no veal) jury, 
there shall be no grand jury summoned or empanneled rd—d—d.7  
for said term, unless ordered by the judge of the cir- 
cuit court. When so ordered, a grand jury sha'l be 
summoned and empanneled, as provided by law in other 
cases." 

SscrxoN 2. This act shall take effect affd be in force 
from and after its passage.
