CHAPTER 49.

(Published February 27, 1865.]

AN ACT to legalize the voting, levy and collection of taxes for the
payment of bounties to volunteers, in the city of Mineral Point.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, repersented in senate
and assembly, do enact as foltows :

Secrron 1. All the proceedings at certain elections Bounty tax pro-
beldin the city of Mineral Point, Iowa county, Wiscon- {2edings legul-
sin, respectively on the fifteenth day of December, A.

D. 1864, and on the eighteenth day of January, A. D.
1865, for the purpose of raising money by special tax
to psy bounties to volunteers in the military service of
the United States, and the levy and collection of taxes
made in pursuance thereof, are hereby legalized and de-
clared valid and binding, to sll intents and purposes,
notwithstanding any defects, omissions, errors or insuf-
ficiencies in calling, holding or conducting said elections,
or either of them, or in voting or levying said taxes;
and the said taxes are hereby legalized and declared
binding and in full force, the same as if voted and lev-
ied in pursuance of law, and according to [the] provis-
ions and requirements thereof. '

Seerion 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage. ’
