CHAPTER 187.

AN ACT to fix the terms of circuit court in Marathon county. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as Allows : 

SECTION 1. The time of holding the terms of the 
circuit court in the county of Marathon, in the seventh 
judicial circuit, is hereby changed from the second 
Monday in March to the second Monday in April, and 
from the third Monday in August to the third Monday 
in October, in each year. 

SECTION 2. All writs, recognizances and other pro-
ceedings made returnable to the circuit court of the 
said county shall be considered and deemed to be re-
turnable to the terms of said court as fixed by this act. . 
And all continuances and notices made or taken to the 
terms of the circuit court for said county shall be 
deemed to be made or taken to the terms of said court 
as the same are fixed by this act. And all motions 
and other proceedings noticed to be heard at the regu-
lar term or terms of said court shall be allowed and 
considered to be noticed for the hearing at the regular 
term or terms of said court as fixed by this act. 

SECTION 3. All statutes now in force and such as 
conflict with the provisions of this act are hereby re-
pealed. 

SECTION 4., This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage.
