The couvey-
ances of any real estate disposed of by the corpora-
tion, shall be execnted only in accordance wit&x an
order entered on the records of the corporation by a
majority of the board of directors, and when so exe-
cuted shall be signed by the president and counter-
signed by the secretary under the seal of the corpora-
tion.

but such person may be compelled to appear and give
evidence before any court, or before referees, it such
action shall be referred, in the same manner as other
persons; but the testimony so given shall not be used
1n any criminal prosecution or proceeding against the

into districts.  into ten districts, for the purpose of electing justices
of the peace and constables, as hereinafter mentioned.

) city shall constitute the first district; the second ward

ghall constitute the second district; the third ward
ghall constitute the third district; the fourth ward
shall constitute the fourth district; the fitth ward
shall constitute the fitth district; the sixth and thir-
teenth wards shall constitute the sixth district; the
eighth ward shall constitute the seventh district; the
ninth ward shall constitute the eighth district; the
tenth ward shall constitute the ninth district; and the
eleventh and twelfth wards shall constitute the tenth
district.
