Pensity forvto- SECTION 1. It shall be the duty of the commis-
companies. ytaloner of insurance to take cognizance of the provis-
ions of the insurance laws of this state, and to bring
such violations to the attention of any company in re-
spect to which such violations shall be committed, and
in case of persistent violations of any of such provis-
iops in respect to any company, it shall be his duty, if
the company be incorporated by the laws of this state,
to report the same to the attorney general for dissolu-
tion, and if it be a company incorporated by any other
state or country, it shall be his duty to revoke its au-
thority to do business in this state ; and upoun satisfac-
tory evidence to him of the violation of any of such
grovisions by any agent of such corporations, it shall
e his duty to revoke the licence of such agent.
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and bein
force from and after the first day of July next.

AN ACT to authorize the commissioners of public lands tn loan
a portion of the trust funds of the state to the city of Manito-
woc, in Manitowoc county.
