nated to receive such money, may demand and receive
two per cent. in addition to the amount of each such
assessment, for his fees in receiving and paying over
the same. Such assessment, when collected, shail be
puid to the person entitled thereto, according to the
Directorsmay terms of the policy issued to him : provided, that if any
borrow money. |oes ghall occur during the first eight months of any
year, the board of directors, at the time of making the
assessment therefor, may borrow money sufficient to
pay such loss at a rate of ioterest not exceeding eight
per cent., and shall therein include in the interest the
assessment, and direct payment of such assessment to
be made not later than the thirty-first day of Decem-
ber next following.
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 252.

AN ACT relating to the Protestant Episcopal church, and amend-
atory of section one thousand nine hundred and ninety-seven,
chapter ninety-one of the revised statutes of 1878.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

Saleof ceme-  SECTION 1. Section one thousand nine hundred
forbidden.  and pinety-seven of the revised statutes, entitled “of re-
ligious societies,” is hereby amended by adding at the
end thereof as tollows: provided, however, that the trus-
tees, the rector, wardens and vestrymen of St. Paul’s
Protestant Episcopal church of the city of Milwaukee,
and each and every of them are hereby forbidden to
sell, convey or in any manner transfer Forest Home
cemetery in the city of Milwaukee, or any part thereof,
except cemetery lots therein, to any person or persouns,
except in pursuance of an order of some court having
{'uris iction thereof, made upon due notice, granting
eave to convey the same.
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
