AN ACT toappropriate a certain sum of money thereln named
to Wisconsin industrial school for girls.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as jfollows

SectioN 1. There is hereby appropriated to the
‘Wisconsin industrial school for girls, out of any money
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, tifteen thous-
and dollars, for the following purpoges, to-wit: Forthe
erection of additional buildings, including dry-house
for laundry, ten thousand dollars; for barn and veget-
able room, twelve hundred dollars; for horses, vehicles
and necessary outfit, eight hundred doilars ; for furni-
ture, fifteen hundred dollars, and for grading grouunds
and building sidewalks, fifteen hundred dollars: but
no money herein appropriated shall be drawn from the
treasury except upon the written approval by the gov-
ernor, filed in the office of the secretary of state, of such
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additional buildingsard improvements of such grounds,
to be shown by plans and statements therefor to be
furnished to and filed with the governor by the officers
of said Wisconsin industrial school for girls; and if
accepted by the governor, the cost of such plans and
statements to be paid out of the moneys hereby appro-
priated.

AN ACT to authorize W. F, Balley, Geo. W. Mason, R. J. Kep-
ler and A. L. Dodge, and their associates and assigns, to build
and maintain a bridge over and across the Chippewa river,

and assembly, do enact as follows :
SecrioN 1. 'W. F. Bailey, George W. Mason, R. Location of
J. Kepler and A. L. Dodge, their associates and assigns, °"3*
are hereby authorized to build, construct and maintain
a railroad or wagon bridge, or a railroad and wagon
bridge combined, over and across the Chippewa river,
in the county of Eau Claire and state of Wisconsin, at
such poiot within the city of Eaun Claire, in said county,
or south of tbe southern limits of said city, as they
may select; and for such purpose may erect piers, and piers, piler,
drive piles, and build embankments and approaches in fbankments,
said river and on the banks thereof, necessary for the
proper and convenient construction and maintenance of
such bridge: provided, that a suitable draw be built Draw to be pro
and maintained in said bridge for the passage of boats, 4%
and that said bridge be so constructed as not to inter-
fers with the free navigation of said river.
