AN ACT to appropriate to J. G. Hellenbolt a certain sum of
money therein named.

2. liam J. Hellenbolt out of any money in the general
fund not otherwise appropriated, the sum of one hun-
dred and twenty dollars, as extra pay for services as a
soldier in the late war, as originally contemplated by
chapter one hundred and seventeen, laws of 1864.
SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
