Ia all actions brought in the municipal
court for Rock county, where an attachment shall be
issued upon an affidavit made by or os behalf of the
plaintiff, and the debt or demand mentiooed in such af-
fidavit exceeds the sum of two hundred dollars, such
attachment shall be issued in the maoner provided in
chapter 121 of the revised statutes, entitled * of attach-
ment,” and all the provisions of said chapter 124 sball
be applicable to any such attachment in said court.

CHAPTER 102.
AN ACT to incorporate the city of Menomonie.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senats
and assembly, do enact as follows:

Secriox 1. All the district of country in the county
of Dunn, contained within the boundaries hereinafter
described, shall be acity by the name of *“ Menomonie; "
and the people now inhabiting said district shall be a
municipal corporation, the name of which shall be
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“The city of Menomonie.” Said corporation shall bave

.the general powers possessed by municipal corpora-
tions at common law, and in addition thereto the
powers hereinafter specifically granted, and the author-
ities thereof shall have perpetual succession; shall be
capable of contracting and being contracted with ; of
suing and being sued ; pleading and being impleaded
in all courts, and sbhall bave a common seal and may
change the same at pleasure.

CITY BOUNDARIES.

SecrioN 2. The southwest quarter of the southeast Boucdaries.
quarter, and the southesst quarter of ,the southwest
quarter of section eleven (11), all of sections number
thirteen (13), fourteen (li), twenty two (22), twenty-
three (23), twenty-four (24), twenty-five (20), twenty-six
six (26), twenty-seven (27), east half of number thirty-
four (34), all of sections number thirty-five (35), and
thirty-six (36), in township number tweaty-eight (28)
north of range thirteen (13) west, in the county of
Dunn aod state ol Wisconsin, shall he included in and
constitute the limits of the city of Menomonie.

WARD BOUNDARIES.

SectioN 3. The said city sball be divided into Boundaries of
four wards, the boundaries of which, for the present %¢*
and until changed as hereinafter provided, shall be as
follows, to-wit: All that portion of said city lying
west and north of the Red Cedar river shall coustitute
the tirst ward ; all that portion of said city lying east
of Red Cedar iiver azd north of the section line be-
tween sections number twenty-six (26) and thirty-five
(35) extended west to said river, and west of the cen-
ter of Ninth street, extended north from said section
line to the said river, shall constitute the second ward ;
all that portion of said city lying east of the center of
Ninth stieet and north of the section line between
sect:00s twenty-six (26) and thirty-five (35), extending
east on said line to the east boundary line of said city,
shall constitute the third ward ; all that portion of said
city lying south of the south boundary line of the
second and third wards and east of the Red Cadar
river, shall constitute the fourth ward. But the com-
mon couacil shali have power to cbange said lines of
division as they may deem convenient and proper.

COMMON COUNCIL.

SecrioN 4. The corporate authority of said city omcers.
shall be vested in one principal officer styled the
mayor; in one board of aldermen, consisting of two
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members from each ward, who, with the mayor, shall
be denominated the common council, together with
such other officers a8 are hereinaiter menticned, or may
be created under this act.

ELECTIVE OFFICERS.

SectioN 5. The elective officers of said city shall
be a mayor, clerk, treasurer, assessor, and three justices
of the peace elected by the city at large, and two alder-
men, one school commissioner, one supervior to
represent his ward in the board of supervisors of Dunn
county, and one constable in each ward. The school
commissioners elected at the election in 1832 from the
first and second wards shall hold their offices for ore
year, and until their su:cessors are elected und quali-
fied ; and the commissioners elected from the third and
fourth wards shall hold their offices for two years, and
until their successors are elected and qualified. Anx-
nually, thereafter, there shall be elected from each
ward, where the term of office of a school commis-
gioner expires, a school commissioner for a term of two
years, and the council may make appointments of school
commissioners to fill vacancies which may oceur from
any cause. - All other necessary officers shall be ap-
pointed by the common council. All elective officers,
except justices of the peace and aldermen, shall, unless
elected to fill vacancy, hold their respective oftices for
one year, and until their succes-<ors are elected aad
qualified; provided, however, the council shall bave
power, for due cause satisfa:tory to them, to expel any
of their own number, and to remove from office any
officer or agent of the city, except justices of the peace,
due notice and an opportnnity for a hearing having been
first given to the officer proposed to be removed. Jus-
tices of the peace shall hold their offices for two years,
and until their successors are elected and qualified.
The term of every officer elected under this act shall
commence on the third Tuesday in April of the year
for which such officer is elected, and 1he term of office
of all appointed officers shall expire with that of the
members of the body appointing them.

SECTION 6. At the first election held in said city
under the provisions of this charter, one alderman
shall be elected from each ward whose term of office
sball be one year, and ooe alderman from each ward
whose term of office shall be two years.

In tbeevent of a vacancy in the office
of mayor, justice of the peace or aldermen, by death,
removal or other disability, the common council shall
order a new election, and shall give five days' notice
thereof. Any vacancy in other offices shall be filled
by the common council. The person appointed ot
elected to fill a vacancy ehall hold the office and dis-
cnarge the duties thereof for the unexpired term, with
the same rights and subject to the same liabilities as
the Ferson whose office he may be elected or appointed
to fill.

SEcTION 12.  Any officer removing from the city,
and any ward officer removing from the ward for
which he was elected, and nny officer whoshall neglezt
or refuse to qualify, on or before the third Tuesday of
April next after his electicn, shall be deemed to have
vacated his office, and the common council shall pro-
ceed to fill such vacancy as herein provided.

OFFICERS — THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SecTioN 13. Every person elected or appointed to
any office under this act except justices of the peace,
shall, before he enters upon the duties ot his office, take
and subscribe an oath ot office and file the same, duly
certitied by the officer taking the same, with the clerk
of the city; and the clerk, marshal, counstable, and
such other officers as the council may direct shall sever-
ally, before they enter upon the duties of their respect-
ive offices, execute to the city of Menomonie a bond,
with at least two sureties, who shall swear that they are
each worth the penalty specitied in said bond, over and
above all debts, exemptions or liabilities, and said bond
shall contain such penal sums and such conditioos as
the council sball deem proper. The treasurer, before
entering upon his duties, shall also execute a bond,

person, and the amount so chargeable to any particular
lot or parcel of land shall be, from the time it is so ascer-
tained, a lien and charge thereon, and upou no other
property ; and the said amount shsll be entered against
such lot or lots in the tax warrant for the yearin which
the assesement is made and collected in the same man.
ner as other taxes.

SectioN 57. Whenever any pub'ic grounds, street
or alley shall be laid out, widened or enlarged, or other
public improvements made under the provisions of
this chapter or this act, the common council shall
cause an accurate survey aod profile thereof to be made
and filed in the office ot the city clerk.

SkctioN 58. The council shall bave the powerto
change the name of any street and to vacate any plat
or portion thereof that may be petitioned for by the
proprietor of such plat, or any person interested therein;
but no petition for such va-ation shall be acted upon
unless notice of such application to the council shall
have first been published in the official city paper for
at Jeast two weeks prior to the meeting of the council

SecrioN 59. Roads or streets may be laid out hy
the council through unplatted lands 1o the same man-
ner as roads are laid out by supervisors in towns.

SectioN 60. Ail the foregoing directions given in
this chapter. sball be deemed only directory, and no
error, irregularity or informality of any of the proceed-
ings under the provisions of this act, not affecting sub-
stantial justice, shall in any way affect the validity of
the proceedings.

CITY IMPROVEMENTS.

SEcrIoN 61. The council shall have power to order
and coutract for the makiog, grading, paving, macada-
mizing, repairing aad cleaning of streets, alleys, public
grounds, reservoirs, gutters, sewers, drains and side-
walks in the manner hereinafter mentioned, and direct
and control the persons employed therein.

SecTION 62. The cost and expense ol surveying or
repairing streets, alleys, sidewalks, drains and sewers,
and of estimating work thereon in the execution of any
public improvement, shall be charged to and payable
by the eity. The cost and expense of opesing, grad-
ing, graveling, paving, macadamizing or planking streets
and alleys and constructing or repairing sidewalks shall
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be chargeable to and payable by the lots fronting on
such street or alley, so that each lot or parcel of land
shall pry for the work done between the front of such
lot or tract of land and the center of such street or al-
ley. Sewers, crosswalks and drains may be ordered by
the council, and all costs and expenses as well as the
damages which shall be sustaived by owners of lands
through which the same shall pass shall be charged to
and payable by the city.

)

SEcTION 63. Whenever the council shall deter. Noticeto be

mine to make any public improvement, as authorized
by the two preceding sections of this act, it shall fix
the time wherein such work shall be done, and shall
give notice by advertisement to be published once a
week for three successive weeks in the official paper of
the city to the owners or occupants of the lots or
parcels of land fronting on azy street, alley orsidewalk
ordered to be improved, requiring them to do the
work meationed in such notice within the time fixed
by the council for the doing of the same, to be therein
specified. If said work shall not be done within said
time, the street commissioner of the ward in which
said work is required to be done shall immediately
proceed to advertise and contract for doing the sime at
the expense of the lots upon which such work is
chargeable. Proposals shall state a gross amount for
doing the work in front of any lot, and the contract
shall be awarded to the lowest respoosible bidder.
This section shall apply to streets which have hereto-
fore been ordered graded as well as to streets which
may hereafter be ordered graded. The council may
direct the letting of such work in whole or in part;
all bids for doing the same to be approved by the coun-
cil, and the said counc!l shall have power to reject any
and all bids, and may require such contractors to per-
form such contract within sach time and under such
conditions, and to give such security for the perfor-
mance of such work as it rhall direct; such contract,
when approved by the councii, to be executed on the
part of the city by the mayor, and countersigned by
the city clerk ; notice of the time and place of receiv-
ing such bids to be published for ten days in the
official paper of said city.

SecrioNn 61 The council of said city shall have Counctl may

power, aud may in its discretion, by a vote of two-
thirds of all the members, advertise and let to the
lowest respcusible bidder, whose bid it shall deem rea-
eouable and proper, the construction of any sidewalk or

advertise and

given by adver.
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gutter or the making of any improvement on or along
any street in eaid city which shall bave been ordered,
and levy a tax upon each lot or piece of grouund in
front of which such sidewalk, gutter or improvement
sball have been ordered and constructed under such
contract, suflicient t> pay the costs of constructing the
same, without giving notice requiring the owner or
owuaers of such lot or lots or pieces of ground to con
struct the same.

SkcTiON 65. Whenever the council shall require
any street to be repaved or macadamiz:d it shall de
termine the manuer in which tbe work shall be done
and of what material, and the street commissioner or
such other person or officer as the council may desig-
nate to have charge of the work shall let a contract
for doing the whole of such work. Puablic notice of
the letting of such contract eha!l be given by sdver-
t sement 1n the official papar of the city for at least
twenty days, and the coutract shall be awarded to rome
responsible bidder whose bid it shell deem most rea-
sovable and proper. The cost of such paving or mscad-
amizing shall be chargeable to the lot [ronting on the
street. so that each lot or pircel of land shall bear
its proportionate amount of the expense of such pav-
ing or macadamizing, according to its frontrge on the
street, but the expense of all engineering and grading
necessary to be dopne to prepare a street tor paving or
macadamizing shall be payable by the city.

SECTION 66. In case no bids shall be received for
the performance of any work required to bs done by
this act, the council may cause such work to be done
under the sapervision ot the street commissioner or a
committee of the council, and the expense for doing
the same shall be apportioned and assessed to each lot,
according to its frontage on the street, and the amount
shall be collected in the manner provided for the col-
lietion of other special taxes.

SkctioN 67. Whenever the general intercst of the
city requires deep cutting or extraordinary filling io aoy
street, and the owners of the lots or lands affected by
such deep cutting or filling shall deem themselves ag-
grieved thereby, and sball represent to the council, in
writing, within twenty days after the passage of the or-
dinance requiring the work to be done, that the ex:
enses of such excavation or filling will exceed the
proportion that should be justly and equitably charged
upon the property assessed therefor, the council shall
1equire the mar:hal to summon five freeholders, non-
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residents of the ward, nor owneis of nor interested in
said lots or lands, who, after being swora faithfully and
impartially to discharge the trust repased in them, shall
examine the premises, aud if, in their opinion, the costs
of such work will exceed the 2mount that should be
jastly and equitably chargeable upon said premises, it
shall be tbeir duty to determine what portion of
sach work shall be chargeable to such lots or
parceis of land respectively, and to what lots
and parts of land oo the streets so improved will be
benefited by such deep cutting or filling, or the con-
struction of such sewers or drain; and bow much
or what portion shall be chargeable to them, and to
make a report thereof a3 soon as practicable, in writing,
to the counuocil; and such proportion as shall be report-
ed as property cbargeable to toe lots or parcels first
mentioned sball be assessed upon and collected from
the same in the same manner as herein provided in case
such owners shall not do such work, and the remainder
shall be assessed upon the lots benefited by such im-
provement, in proportion to their respected benefit as
determined by said jury; the sum so assessed shall be-
come a lien upon the premises assessed, and shall be
collected tberefrom as a special assessment ia the same
manuer as other special assessments for city improve-
ments are collected ; provided that should said jury
find tbat said petitioners were not entitled to any divis-
ion of the expense so assessed upon their lots or parcels
of land, then the expense of all proceedings under this
section shall be paid by said pettioners, and the coun-
cil may require a bond for the payment of the same on
the filing of the petition; provided, also, that the peti-
tion of no owner, feeling himself aggrieved, shall be
received unless the same shall be presented within
twenty days alter the publication of the notice requir-
iog the same to be done; and provided further, that
when it shall appear to the council that any such lands
belong to non-residents, infants, or persons laboring
under legal disavility, who shall not be represented by
any ageot or guardian, or not be benefited by the mak-
iog of streets in front of such lots or lands, to the
amouont of the cosis and expenses thereof, it shall then
be the duty of said council to cause to be summoned
a jury as berein provided.

SecrioN 68. The council shall give notice to all Stagnant.
owners or occupants of lots which may be deemed io-
jurious to bealth by reason of stagnant waters remain-
1ng thereon, in the official paper for two weeks, to abate

359
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such nuisance by draining or filling such lot withio a
reagsonable time, therein to be specified, and if such
nuisance shall not be abated or removed within the
time so specified, the council sball cause the same to be
abated and removed at the expense of the property
upon which the same may exist.

Adjustment of  SECTION 69. After the completion and performance

counte. of any contract entered into by the street commission-
er, tor work chargeable to lots or lands by virtue of
this act, they shall give the contractor or contractors a
certificate under their hands, statiog therein the amount
such cootractor is entitled to, and thedescription of the
lot or parcel of land upoa which the same is charge
able; which said certificate may be transferred by en-
dorsement thereon; and if the amount thereof shall
not be paid before the time of making out the annual
assesament roll, the same may be filed with the city
clerk, and shall be assessei upn the said lots or parcels
of land respectively, and ccllected therefrom for the use
and henefit of the holder of such certificate as other
taxes on real estate are collected by virtue of 1he laws
of this state, except that personal property shall not be
seized or sold for the payment thereof ; and if the notice
to do the work required shall bave been given as herein
provided, no infurmality or error in the proceediogs
shall vitiate such asstssment. W hen the tax shall have
been paid to the city treasurer he shall pay over the
amount on order of the council to the persons entitled
to receive it. But if the tax on such lot shall not be
paid while the roll is in the hands of the city treasurer,
1t shall be returned to the county treasurer as delin-
quent, and shall be received by such treasurer in part
payment of the county tax. Then the city sball 1ssue
a city order to the amount assessed against the lotin
favor of the contractor, on his petition to the council
eo to do. But in no event where work is ordered tobe
done at the expense of any lot or parcel of land, shall
either the city or county be held responsible for or on
account thereof, or of any proceeding for the collection
of the pay therefor. This prcviso shall apply as well to
work already done or ordered to be done at the ex-
peose of particular lots as that which may be dooe
hereafter.

May appeal, SECTION 70. In all cases where work is ordered t0
be done by the owner of any lot, under the provisions
of this chapter, such owner may make his appeal as
hereinbetore provided at any time within tweunty _days
after the publication of the notice required to be given,
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and while such appeal is pending no such order shall
be executed.

SecrioN 71. The council shall appoint a street Street commis-
commissioner for the city, or if it so elects it may by "
resolution require that the city marshal shall be such
street commissioner, who shall have all the powers
and perform all the duties required ‘of street commis-
sioners 1n this act. The general powers and duties of
the street comumissioner sball be the same as overseers
of highways in towns, except as otherwise herein pro-
vided. It shall be the duty of the street commissioner
to see that all ordinances of the city relating to the
streets, alleys, public grounds, reservoirs, gutters, sew-
ers, water of the rivers and watercourses within their
respective wards are duly observed and kept, and di-
rect and control the persons employed therein; and
they sball have a general supervision over all work let
by contract for the improvement of streets or sidewalks
in their respective wards, unless the council shall other-
wise provide. Such street commissiooer shall be un-
der the direction and control of the council, and they
shall make no orders or give any directions for the im-
provement of streets, unless such improvements have
previously been authorized by the council, or a com-
mittee of the council actiug under authority. W hen-
ever any place occar in any street whereby the life or
property of persons using the street becomes endan-
gered, the street commissioner shall proceed at once to
repair such street to a safe and passable condition.

SecTION 72. It shall also be the duty of the street Duttes of eatd
commissioner, whenever in his opinion any portion of Hjpem o™
a sidewalk shall be out of repair or in a dangerous
condition, to serve a written notice upon the owner or
occupant adjicent to which such defective sidewalk
sbali be, it a resident of said city, to immediately re-
pair the same, and if s2id owner or occupant fail to
repair the same forthwith, then and in that case the
same may be repaired by the street commissioner at
the expense of the lot adjoining said defective side-
walk; provided, however, that the expense to be
charged to any lot for any such repairs shall in no
case exceed tbe sum of five dollars, unless such repairs
sball be according to the provisions of this act; ser-
vice of such written npotice at the residence of the
owner or occupant of such lot, upon a member of his
family of suitable age and discretion, or with the
agent of the owner, shall be deemed service upon such
owner or occupant; and in case the owuner of such lot
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is not & resident of said city or his residence is un-
known, and such owner bas no agest in sail city
known to the street commissioner, then and in that
c:se it shall be the duty of the street commissioner to
forthwith repair the same without notice to the owner
of the adjoining lot, at the expense of such lot, as
hereinbefore provided. Tne street commissioner shall
also bave the same powers and duties in relation to re-
moving obstructions from any of the streets in said
city as town boards of supervisors have in removiog
obstructions from highways. The city shall not be
liable for any serviczs ordered to be performed by the
street commissioner, unle:s provision is made for pay-
ing therefore at the time such services are ordered.

SEcTioN 73. Any owner of a lot may remove the
earth, gravel or material of any kind from the street
adjacent to his lot, prior to the grading of the same,
at his pleasare, but i1n doiog 83 he shall not impair the
usefulness of the street. The street commissioner,
however, may take material from any point in the
street to make ordinary and necessary repairs else-
where upon such street, but in so taking material he
shall do nodamage to the adjacent property. When
any street shall have been ordered graded and the
time for doing such work shall have expired without
ns having been performed, the city may tske such
material from the street in front of or adjacent to any
lut a8 is not necessary for the purpose of bringing such
street along such lot to the established grade, or may
authorize any person to take it and use it upon any
street of the city, or for any other purpose, as to it
inay seem best. ,

SecrioN 74. The street commissioner shall hold
his office for the {erm of one year from the first Tues-
day in April of the year in which he was appointed,
unless removed by the council,and shall, before enter-
ing on the duties of his office, give 8 bond 1o the aity
of Menomonie, with one or more sufficient sureties, to
be approved DLy the council, in the penal sum of not
less tban five hundred dollars, conditioned to render an
account to the council whenever required by lawor
the ordinances of said city, or by a vote of said coun-
cil, to safely keep and account for, and deliver over
when lawfully required, all property of said city that
may come into h:s bands; to use, disburse and pay
over as required by law or the ordinances of said city.
all moneys that may come into his possession as such
og‘}lcer, and to faithfully discharge the duties of said
office.
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SkcrioN 75. Ia order to secure a proper and faith- Tospector of al-
ful observance of the ordinances of the city relating to ™
the cleaning of allevs, the council may appoint an in-
spector of alleys. If the p)wer conferred by this sec-
ton be exercised by the coancil, it shall by resolution
desigoate the blocks which shall be under his super-
vision, and shall define his duties, and in tbe discharge
of them be shall be invested with all the authority of
the street commissioner and a po'iceofficer. ‘I'he coun-
cil miy provide for defraying the expenses incurred
under this section, by levying a specuul tax on each
lot placed under the supervision of the inspector of
alleys, not exceeding one dollar for each lot in any one

ear.

d SectioN 78. The council shall have power to pur- Stonc crasher.
chase a stone crusher and to purchase stone and cause
the same to be broken and prepared for use in improv-
g the streets of the city, and in cases where owners
ot lots arerequired bv ordinance to improve the sireets
in froat of the lots owned by them, and broken stone
are required to te used in making such improvements,
the council may sell to said owners of lots the stone
required at a price not exceeding the cost therenf. The
council may, with the consent of the sheriff or of the
board of supervisors of Dunno county, deposit stone
when brought upon the grounds connected with the
jiil of said Dunn county, and may use in breaking
said stone such labor of prisoners uoder sentence in
8aid jail as the sheriff will furnish, or may use eaid
labor in breaking stone or in doing any other work in
apy part of the city.

SecTiON 7., The council shall have power to 1e- omementat
quire the owner of any lot or grounds in said city to treee.
set out ornamental or sbade trees in the street in front
of the same, and 10 protect and preserve them, aund,in
default thereof, to cause the same to be done, and to
evy a special tax upon such lot or grounds to.pay the
expense of the same. It shall also bave power to de-
termine the lines on which the trees shall be set, the
places where they shall be set, the kind and
s:ze of tbe trees to be set, and the manner of
protecting them, and for replacting them, when they
Lave died or been s> injured as to fail to answer the
parpose fur which they were set out, and to probibit
the setting out of any trees that may be regarded as
nuisances, and to order their removal when they bave
hithertn -been set out. It shall also have power to pro-
vide for and direct the trimming of shade trees to
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proper proportions, and to do all other needful acts as
to them may seem just and proper, to give this section
proper effect.

CHAPTER VIL

FINANCES AND TAXATION.

SectioN 78. Al funds in the city treasury, except
school, state and county funds, shall be under the con-
trol of the council, and shall be drawn out upon the
order of the mayor, countersigned by the clerk, duly
authorized by a vote of the common councii, and in no
other mauner ; and all orders drawn upon the treasurer
shall specify the purpose for which they are drawn, and
shall be payable geverally outof any funds in the
treasury Eelonging to the city. All orders shall be
payable to the person in whose favor they may be
drawn, or to the bearer thereof.

SecTioN 79. No debt shall be contracted against
the city, or orders be drawn on the city treasury, unless
the same shall be authorized by a majority of the com-
mon council, and the vote authoriziog the same, in
case it exceeds fifty dollars, shall be entered by ayes
and nays upon the journal of the council; and no
money shall be appropriated for any purpose whatever,
except such as is expressly authorized by this act, and
for the payment of indebtedness now existing.

SectioN 80. All forfeitures and penalties accruing
to the city for a violation of this act, or of any of the
ordinances, by-laws, rules and regulations of the city,
and all moneys received for licenses shall be paid into
the city treasury, and become part of the general fund,
except as otherwise provided by this act. No penalty
or judgment recovered in favor of the city shall be
remitted or discharges], except by a vote of three fourths
of all the aldermen elect.

SectioN 81. All property, real or personal, within
the city, except such as may be exempt by the laws of
this state, shall be subject to annual taxation for the sup-
port of city government, and the payment of its debts
and liabilities, and the same shall be assessed in the man-
ner bereinafter provided. The assessor elected under
this act shall huve and possess the same powers and
perform the same duties as are or may hereafter be
conferred upon township assessors, except so far as
they may be altered by this act; provided, bowever,
that the common council may prescribe the form of
assessment roll, and more fully define the duties of
assessor.
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SecrioN 82. The county board of supervisors
shall bave the right to regard the city of Menomonie
as a town in equalizing the assessment rolls of tue
several towns in Duuno county, as provided by law,
but in such equalization shall consider the asse-smeot
roll of said city as an entire roll, and shall not change
the relative valuation of the different wards.

Secriox 83. The ssid board of supervisors may
levy a tax or taxes, as now is or may hereafter be pro-
vided by law io relation to towns, but shail proceed
therein without regard to the division of the city into
wards, and shall cause the amount of taxes #0 levied to
be certified 10 the city or city clerk, in the manner pro-
vided by law, in relation to towns or town clerks; and
in all trapsactions of the board of supervisors of said

o
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county, sard city shall be regarded as a town, except as -

berein otherwise provided.

SgcrioN 84 Upon receiving the statement of the
amount »f taxes so levied the city clerk shall make out
upon the assessment roll, in columos left for that
‘purpose, or upon a copy thereof, a complete statement
of the several taxes levied for state, county, city or
otber purposes, and all delinquent taxes, if any, of pre-
vious years, and all special taxes levied by the common
council since the making out of the last anoual tax list,
in such separate columns as may be necessary, with the
total footing carried out opposite each tract or lot ot land
or persou named thetein; which statement sbhall be
called the tax list of the city of Menomounie, and shall
be preserved by said clerk as a record in his office, and
shail have the same legal force and effect as the reords
of the common council.

SecTioN 5. The tax list made out and preserved
a8 aloresaid shall be prima fucie evidence in every
court of record in this state that every act or thing re-
quired by law to be done relating to assessing or levy-
ing ot taxes, from tbe election of officers to the com-
pletion of the tax list inclusive, bas been done regu-
larly, correctly ard as required by law.

SecTION 86. Immediately after making out the tax
list atoresaid, the clerk shall make out a duplicate copy
thereof, to which shall be appended a warrant, signed
by the mayor and clerk, and sealed with the corporate
seal of said city, directed to the treasurer, requiring and
coinmanding him to collect the taxes and assessments
epecified in said duplicate copy of the tax list, in the
manner provided by law; and the said clerk shall, on
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make oat as- -
rcs:ment roll.

Tax st prima
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or before the first day of December of the eame year,
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or as soon thereafter as practicable, deliver the same to
the city treasurer for collection, and make a record of
such delivery on the tax list preserved in his office.

SectioN 87. The city treasurer, upon the receipt
of such certificate copy of the tax list, shall proceed
to collect the same and in like manner, and shall have
like powerand besubject to like requirements, liabilities
and restriclions as town treasurer, except as otherwise
provided in this act. All taxes may be paid to the
treasurer before the first day of January 1o each yeasr,
without any addition thereto for treasurer’s feex To
the taxes paid after the first day of January, five per
cent. treasurer's fees shail be added, which fees when
collected shall be paid into the treasury of the city for
the benefit of the general fund.

SectioN 88. The said treasurer shall make out and
return to the treasurer of Dunn county, at the time re-
quired by law in the case of towns, a hst of all lands
aod lots upon which the taxes have not been paid, and
shall al:o tettle with, and pay over all moneys prop-
erly payable to said county treasurer in like munner
as now is or may hereafter be required pf town treas-
urers. The county treasurer shall add the same in-
terest penalties or fees to such delinquent returns as
are allowed or required by law upon the delinquent re-
turas from the several towns. The city treasurer, at
the time ot returning the tax roll to the county treas-
urer, shall make out a list of all unpaid personal prop-
erty taxe:, duly certified, and file it with the city
clerk, and shall not return such unpaid taxes to the
county treasurer. The city clerk shall make out a
warrant for the collection ot such delinquent personal
property taxes and place it in the han!s of the city
marshal. Such warrant shall be rimilar in form to the
one prescribed by county treasurers and directed to
sheriffs commanding them to collect delinquent per-
sonal property taxes, and the city marshal shall be
clotbed with all the power of sheriffs for the collection
of such taxes.

SectioN 89. The county treasurer shall sell all
delinquent lands and lots returned from the city of
Menomonie at the same time and in the same manner
as other delinquent lands are sold in the county.

SECTION 90. All real estate exempt from taxation
by the laws of this state shall be subject to all special
taxes for the building of sidewalks and improvements
of streets in front of the same.

SEcTION 91. Al lands lying within the city limits
not divided and laid out into lots or lots or blocks, and all
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out lots, not subdivided and numbered by such subdi-
vision, which may be used, oecupied, reserved or held
for agricultural purposes, shall be assessed as farming
land, and shall not be subject to any special taxes.

SEectiOoN 92.  All"the directions hereby given, ex-
cept in section eighty-three of this act, for the assessing
of lands acd the levying, collection and return of taxes
and assessments, and the sale thereof, shall be deemed
only directory, and no error or informality in the pro-
ceedings of any of the officers entrusted with the same,
pot affecting the substantial justice of the tax itself,
sbhall vitiate or in any wise affect the validity of the tax
or assessment.

SecTtioN 93. In addition to the amount herein lim-
ited for taxes for general city purposes, special taxes
may be levied for the purchaseof fire engines, cemetery
grounds, public squares, gas purposes and other objects
of public utility; but no such tax shall be levied un-
less the same shall first be recommended by the com-
mon council, and afterwards submitted to a vote of the

people and approved by them. Whenever the coun-.

cil shall recommend such a tax, (they) shall specify the
amount to be raised and the object thereof, and cause
notice thereof, and of the time and place of voting
thereon, to be pablished in the same manneras in cise
of the annual city election. _

SEecrioN 94.  The city treasurer shall receive nothing
but pational currency, treasury notes, coin, or coin cer-
tificates for taxes, licenses or other dues of the city,
and is prohibited from receiving county, city, school or
other orders in payment of city dues. 1t shall be the
duty of the council toalways provide for the prompt
payment of all orders drawn on the city treasury, and
it shall bave power to negotiate temporary loans, at the
legal rate of interest, for the supplying of all funds to
meet any deficiency in the treasury.

SkctioN 95. When the treasurer shall be unable
to pay auoy order drawn on the treasury, it shall be his
duty to report the fact to the first regular meeting of
the council. Thereupon the council shall direct its
finaoce committee to examine the accounts of the
treasurer, and if all funds in his bands have been pad
out, then the council shall take such action as will
eunable the city to preserve its credit.

SEcTION 96 Ouv of the taxes collected by the
city treasurer, the state tax shall first be paid; then
all school tzxes; then judgmeots; then all special
taxes, in the order in which they were levied; then
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taxes for bridge purposes; then taxes for fire purposes;
then taxes for streets and other public improvements;
and lasily, county taxes. Delinquent returns shall be
received by the county treasurerin payment of county
taxes in the wmanner prescribed by the general laws of
the state.

SecrioN 97. The council shall meet on Monday
evening, two weeks previoas to the bolding of the
charter election, for the purpise of dispasing of its
unfinished business, and shall not thereafier, during
their term of office, allow any bills against the city,
but may anticipate and provide for the payment of
salaries of officers for the balance of their terms.

SectioN 98. The council shall bave power to di-
rect that all surplus funds belonging to the city, not
needed for immediate use, except school funds, may
be invested as the council may direct, or borrowed for
the temporary use of the otber funds ot the city, and
all interests and profits arising from such iovestment
shall belong to the city, and shall be accounted for in
the same manner hat other funds are accounted for.

SkcrioN 99. The council shall have power to pro-
vide for the erection of 2 monument to the memory of
those of her citizens who lost their lives during the
late rebellion, at such time and 1n such place as they
ray direct, and for that purpose may levy a taxto
pay for all necessary expenses incarred, without sub-
mitting the same to a vote of the people.

FIRE DEPARTMENT.

SecrioN 100. The council, for the purpose of
guarding against the calamities of fires, shall bave
power to prescribe the lunits within which wooden
buildings, or buildings or other materials that sball not
be considered fire-proof shall be erected, repaired or
moved, and to direct that all and any buildings within
the limits prescribed shall be made aod constructed of
fire-proof materials, and to prohibit the removal of
buildings into such fire limits or the removal of any
building or buildings situated or located within sad
fire limits to or vn uny other lct or Jots within such
tire limits, and to prohibit the repiiring of wooden
buildings within the fire limits, when the same shall
have been damaged to the extent of fifty per cent. of
the value thereof, and to prescribe the manner of ascer-
taining such damage.
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Secrioyx 101, The council shall have power to reg-
ulate the building, construction and cond tion of chim-
neys, fire places, hearths, stoves, s’ove-pipes, boilers
apparatus used io any building, and to cause the same
to be removed or placed in a safe and secure condition
when considered dangerous ; to preveat the deposit ol
ashes in unsale places; to require the inhabitants to
provide as many fire-buckets, and in such manner and
time as they shall prescribe, and to regulate the use of
them in time of fire; to regulate and to prevent the
carryiog on of any manufactories dangerous in causing
and promoting fires; to compel the owners and ozcu-
pants of buildiags to have scuattles in the roofs, and
stairs or ladders leading to the same; to authorizs the
mayor, aldermen, fire-wardens, apd other offizers of the
city to keep away from the vicinity of a fire all idle
and suspected p:rsons, and to ccmpel by-standers to
aid in the extinguishment of fires, and in the preserva-
tion of property exposed to danger thereat, and gener-
ally to establish such regulations for the prevention
and extinguishment of fires as the common council
may deem expedient, and enforce the provisions of this
act and the ordinances underit by suitable penalties.

SkcrioN 102. The council shall have power to
autborize the formatioa of fire engine, hook and ladder
and hose companies, provide for the due and proper
regulations of the same, and to dishand any such com-
panies at any time, and to prohibit their meetings as
such when disbanded, which companies shall be offi-
cered and governed by their own by laws, provided
such by laws be not incounsistent with the laws of this
state or with the ordinances and regulations of the city,
and shall be formed only by voluntary enlistment
Every member of any company in said city shall be
exempt from serving on juries and from poll tax and
military daty, exceptin cases of war, invasion or insur-
rection, aod whenever a member of a fire, hook and
Jadder, bucket and hose company, shall bave served
therein for ten years, he shall be entitled to a discharge
sigoed by the mayor, and shall thereafter be exempt as
aforesaid.

SkcrioN 103. The council shall have power to raise
a tax each vear, not exceeding five mills on the dollar
of the taxable property within said city for fire pur-
poses, the same to be assessed and collected in thesame
msanner a3 the general tax of said city; and the mon.
eys arising therefrom shall be expended under the di-
rection of the counocil of said city for fire purposes.

24 —Laws.
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SEcTION 10+, The council shall have power to or-
ganize sack comparies to consist of not more than
thirty members each. Such companies shall constitute
a part of the fire department, and at fires shall be sub-
ject to the contr: ] of the cbiefengineer. The members
of said companies, cither collectively or individually,

are hereby auth«riz: d snd empowered to act as special

police in and for ssid city, and are hereby vested with
all the power and authority which now is, are or may
hereafter be vested in any police officer of said city,
and shall be entitled to all the rights and immunities
of members of the fire department; at fires they shall
take charge of all the property which may be exposed
or endangered, ard shall, as far as it may be in their
power, preserve the same from iojury or destraction..
Such companies may from time to time adopt such by-
laws and regulations as they may deem necessary, notin-
consistent with the laws of this state. The members of
said companies shull not be entitled to receive pay or
compensation for scrvices rendered in their official ca-
pacity. They shall, in case of riot or disturbance of the
peace, have free access to all licensed places of amuse-
ment in the city, and shall perform such servicesas may
be necesrary for the peace and good order of the same.
The members of si1d compnies shall severally take an
oath oraffirmation tiiat they ehall faithfully discharge
the duties of their said office, and when any member
shall ceese to be a inember thereof, by resignation, ex-
pulsion or otherwise, a notice thereof shall be given to
the city clerk, and Le shall preserve a list of ull mem-
bers ot each of said companies,

SCHOOLS.

SecTioN 105. There shall be elected by the coun-
cil of -the city of M.n monie, at its first meeting after
its election 1n the year 1882, a superintendent of
schools, who shall be a member of the board of edu-
cation and perforin such duties as pertain to his office
and are required of him by the provisions of this uck

SECTION 1U6. lvery woman of the age of twenty-
one years and upwards residing in the city shall be eli-
gible to the offic: of superintendent of schools and to
the board of education.

SecrioN 107. The said sshool commissioners go
elected in conjunction with the superintendent of
schools of sail city of Menomonie shall constitute 8
board to be styled ** the board of education of the city
of Menomonie.”” Said board shall appoint and hold
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stated meetings, and a majority thereof sball constitute
a quorum for the transaction of business. At the first
mecting of said board in each year the members there-
of shsl! elect one of the number president and when-
ever he shall be abseot a president pro tem. may be
appointed. The superintendent of schools shall be
cﬁrk of said board, whose compensation shall be tixed
by the council. The said comissioners shall not re-
ceive any compensation for their seivices.
SecTiON 108. The clerk of said board shall keep Dutlesor =
a record of the proceedings thereof, and perform such
other duties as the board may prescribe, which record
or a transcript thereof, certifiedl by the president and
clerk, shall be received in all courts and places as
prima facie evidence of the facts therein get forth, and
such records and all books and accounts of said board
shall at ull vimes be subjezt to the inspection of the
council, and of any committee thereof, and the said
superintendent shall examine all teachers making ap-
plication to teach in the public echools ot said city;
all certificates to teachers, granted by said superintend-
ent, shall be substantially in the form as prescribed by
the state superintendent of schoole. The clerk of said
board shall visit all schools in said city, at least once
in each month, and report their conditiou to the board
of education, with such suggestions for their improve-
ment as he may deem pruper. lle may alco make
such suggestions to said board as he may deem neces-
sary fur improving and repairing school houses,
grounds, fences and appurtenances thereto belongiog.
SEctrioN 10Y. The clerk of said board shull in each Further duttes.

year, and at the time and in the manner now and here-
after 1o be required by law, make and transmit to the
state superintendent of public insiruction a report
ia writing, which report, in form, shall be such as is
now or may hereaiter be required by law to be made
annually to the state superintendent. IHe shall also
make and submit to the council, at least ten days be-
fore the annusl election in each year, a report, showing
the receipts and expenditures by the board since the
report made to tho council, at its first meeting in July. -
Such account need only show the gross amount of re- -
ceipts from each of the various sources, and gross
amount of expenditures for each of the various pur-
poses, required to be reported. Such report sball in-
clude saluries of teachers, and all other expenses up to
the clo-e of the terms of office of the board on the
third Tuesddy in April, and all salaiies or bills that
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will be due at that time may be paid before making
the report. The report shall al:o show the gros
amount of receipts and expeaditures since the preced-
ing annual report. 1f the receipts or expeaditures
since the July report are more or less than estimated in
the July and October reports, the report shall state the
amount, more or less, and the report shall also state
whether, and if any, how much more or less than esti-

, mated in July and O:tober will be needed for the entire
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school year ending in June.

SecTioN 110. The salary of the superintendent of
schools sha!l be fixed by the council, not to excee] two
hundred dollars a year, payable quarterly at the end of
each quarter.

SectioN 111. The council of said city shall have
-ggwer to pass such ordinances and regulutions as the

ard of education may report as necessary and proper
for the protection and safe keeping, care and presers-
tion of school houses in said city, and lots and appur-
tenances to the schools, and also to impose penalties
for the violation thereof. All such penalties shall be
collected in the same way that other penalti-s author-
ized to be imposed by said council under the act of
which this act is amendatory, are collected.

SkcrioN 112. The title of the school houces, sites,

farniture, apparatus and appurtenances, and all other

property mentioned by this act, shall be vested in tbe
city of Menomonie ; and the same while used or ap-
propriated for school purposes, shall not be levied upon
or sold by virtue of any warrant or execution, nor be
subject to taxation for any purpose whatever, and the
said city shall be able to take, hold and dispose of any
real or personal estate, transferred to it by gift, grant,
bequest, or devise for the use of the schools of eaid
city, whether the same shall be transferred in terms to
said city by its proper style, or by any other designa-
tion, or to any person or persons or body for the use of
said schools.

SEcrioN 113. The treasurer of said city is hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to apply for,
demand and receive from the county treasurer of Dunn
couoty, all moneys appropriated for the use of schools
in said city, and all other moneys in possession of said
county treasarer at any time raisad, appropriated or in-
tended for the use and benefit of schools in said city,
and the said county treasurer is hereby directed and
required, on demand of the said treasurer, to pay over
to him the said moneys without delay or set-cff, taking

The board of education shall
have the power, by and with the consent of the council
of said city, to erect, construct, hire and purchase build-
ings suitable for school houses, buy and lease sites for
school hounses with the necessary grounds, and to furn-
ish the school houses in said city with the necessary
fixtures, furniture and apparatus.

School tax. SecrioN 115. The council of said city of Menomo-
nie shall have power to annually levy and collect a
school tax not exceeding three-fourths of one per cent.
on all real and personal property of siid city to meet
the expenses of erecting and repairing school houses,
purchasing or hiring sites for schuol houses and
supporting and maintaining schools. _

Auditindedt-  SECTION 116. It shall be the duty of the board of

¢dness. education to audit each and every indebtedness of said
city for school purposes, and to issue orders therelor,
signed by the president and clerk of the beard of edu-
cation; and all moneysreceived by or raised in the
city of Menomonie for school purio-es shall be dis-
bursed 0 the said orders of the president and clerk
of the board of education, and in no other manner.
The city treasurer and his sureties shall be liable for
all school funds that come into bis hands, aud for pay-
ment3 not authorized by this act.

Outside attend- SECTION 117. The said board of education shall

suce. have power to allow the children of persors not resi-
dents of said city to attend in either of the schocls
therein under the cara and control of said board, upon
such terms as raid board shall by resolution prescribe,
fixing the tuition which shall be piid therefor; all
mouoeys 8o received for tuition shall become a part of
the school fund of said city. It shall be the duty of
the beard of eduecation to report to the council, at its
first meeting in the month of July of each year, the
condition of the several schools of said city, and the
average number of pupils in attendance, the names and
rate of compensation of the several teachers, the cost
of supporting each and all of said schools since the
previous report, and the estimated cost thereof to the
time of their next succeeding report. as in this section
required, specifying the items thereof, under their ap-
propriate beads, together with such o'her matters as
they may deem proper, or the council may require;
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provided, that nothing in this act contained sball be
deemed to authorize said board of e¢ducation or the
council, or botb, to appropriate, contract or expend for
school purposes in any one year, any greater sum than

unn, upon application made to bim by either of eaid
bodies, five days notice having teen previously given
to the otber body, to appoint three commis-ioners, one
to be a resident of said city, one of said town and one
to reside outside-of both city and town, who shall bave
power, and it is made their duty, as soon as may be af-
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ter their appointment and filing with the clerk of the
circuit court, in and for said county, of their naths to
faithfully and fairly to adjust and settle all matters of
dispute between said city and town, ag hereinbefore
mentioned to examine into and [lairly, equitably and
justly make a division of all property, moneys, credits

SectioN 138. The question of the adoption of this &

act as a charter of said city of Menomonie, shall be
submitted to the elestors of the town of Menomonie
before such charter shall become operative.  For the
purpose of determining such qnestion, the qualified
electors residing in the town of Menomonie, sball meet
on Tuesday, the twenty-first day of March, 1882,
at 10 o'clock A. M. of tbat day, at such place as the
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inspectors of such election shall appoint, and vote by
ballot upon such question. The board of supervisors
of the town of Menomonie are hereby appointed in-
spectors of such election, and the town clerk of Me:
nomonte i3 appointed clerk tbereo’.  Such inspectors
shall give notice of such election by publishing notice
thereof in one or more papers printed in the town of
Menomon'e, or by posting the samein two or more pub-
lic places in each ward of the preposed city, at least six
days before such election. Such notice shall specify
time, place and ohject of such election; the time of
opening and closing the polls. At such meeting the
polls stall be opened at 10 o'clock A. M. and kept
open until 5 o'clock P. M., when they ghall be closed.
In case of vacancy in the board of inspectors the elec-
tors present shall choose viva voce from the qualified
electors of the town of Menomonie inspectors to fill
such vacancies. Such inspectors shall preside over and
conduct such election, and all the laws of this state ap-
plicable to the election of towa officers shall apply to
all the proceedings thereat so far as they are consistent
with the provisions of this act. Every elector resid-
ing in such territory, and qualitied to vote for town
officers in said town of Menomonie, may vote at such
meeting by a ballot having thereon the (words) *for
the charter,” or the words **against the charter.” If a
majority of the ballots cast at such election have there-
on the words ‘‘sgainst the charter,” this act shall be
inoperative and void. If a majority of such ballots
have thereon the words “ for the charter.” this act shall
be in full force and effect. The said inspectors shall
make and certify returns of the result of such election
and file duplicates of the same in the office of the
county clerk of the connty of Dunn and the town
clerk of the town of Menomonie, and such returss
shall beevidence of the facts therein stated, and the
regularity of all proceedingsin relation to such election.

SectioN 139. In case this act is adopted as the
charter of raid city, it shall be the duty of the town
board of supervisors of Menomonie to designate a place
for holding tbe annual election in each ward, appoint
the inspectors of election and perform such other acts
as may be required in holding the first municipal elec-
tion in said city. The said town board shall alss act
a8 a canvassing board for eaid city at the first clection
and perform such duties as may be required of the
boarad of canvassers under this act.

SecTiOoN 140. Whenever the town beard of super-
visors of the towa of Menomonie, in the county of
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Dunn, may deem it for the convenience £nd interest of
the legal voters of said town, they are hereby au hor-
ized and empowered to select a place for the polls of
any general or special election or tcwn meeting, at any
suitable place within the limits of the city of Menomo-
nie; provided, that such polls shall not be nearer to
any poll of election in any ward of eaid city than
three hundred feet, and notice of such elections and the
place where the same is to be held sball bz given as
provided by the laws of this state.

SecrioN 141, I: shall be lawful for the super-
visors of said town to hold their meetings for the trans.
ac:ion of town business at any proprer plcce withia the
city of Menomonie, and the town board may authorize
and empower the town clerk and town treasurer of
said town to keep the books and papers in their re-
spective offices at some suitable place within the lim-
its of said city; provided, that the said city shall.not
be chargeable with nor liable for any of the expenses
arising or growing out of any of the provisions of this
ol the preceding section; and provided further, that
the place of meeting, and the places for tbe town clerk
and the treasurer of the town mentioned io this and in
the preceding section, shall pot be at any place or
places of meeting of the common couucil or of officers
of the city without consent first being obiained of the
common council,

SecrioN 142. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publicatioa.
