LAWS OF WISCONSIN—CH. 149-150,

CHAPTER 149.

AN ACT to appropriate the sum of five hundred dollars to the
t(zenu'al Wisconsin Agricultural and Mechanical Associs-
ob.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senaie
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the general fund to the Central Wisconsin Agricultural
and Mechanical Association the sum of five hundred
dollars.

SecTION 2. This act shall take effect and bein force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 150.

AN ACT to amend sectirns 2484, 2404, 2497 and to repeal rec-
tion 2486 of the revised statutes, relating to the municipal
coart of the city and town of Ripon.

The people of the ~tate of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, dv enact as follows:

SectroN 1. Section 2484 of chapter 115 of the
revised statutes of 1878 is hereby amended by insert-
ing after the word *appeals” and before the word
“from ” in the fourth line thereof, the words * civil and
criminal.”

SECTION 2. Section 2494 is hereby amended so a8
to read as follows: Section 2493 The clerk of said
court ghall procure at the expeuose of the city of Ripon,
under the direction and with the conseut of its com-
mon council, all necessary blanks, printing, stationery,
court and jury rooms, furniture, book and paper cases,
books, desks, lights and fuel for said court and clerks.

SecTioN 8. Section 2497 is hercby amended so as
to read as follows : Section 2497. It a jury is not de-
manded by either party when a cause is called for
trial in such court, or if the party demanding a jury
shall fail to pay the fces therefor hereivafter prescribed,
a jury trial shall be deemed waived and the cause
ghall be tried by the court unless the judge shall
otherwise direct. If, at the time any cause is called
for trial, either party entitled thereto shall demand a
jury, and shall, at the rame time, pay to the clerk the
sum of three dollars therefor and two dollars for the
fees of summoning them, the clerk shall draw a jury
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from the Jist furnished him as hereinbefore provided
and issue a venire therefor returnable at a time fixed
by the court. Peremptory challenges and challenges
for cause may be made as in case of drawing a jury
in the circuit court, except that each party shall be en-
titled to six peremptory challenges from a full panel
of jurors called in an action, and except that the per-
sons drawn need not be present. Juries may also be
drawn from such list am;) summoned in like manoer
when necessary for an assessment of damages.
SEcTiON 4. Section 2486 is hereby repealed.
Skcrion 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT relating to exemptions from supbcepa, and amerdatory
of section 588, chapter 32 cf the revised statutes of 1878.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:
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SEcTION 1. Section pumber 588 of chapter num- Exemotlons

ber 82 of the revised statutes of Wisconsin for the
year 1878, is hereby amended by adding thereto, at the
the end thereof, the following: * Provided, bowever,
that no person shall be entitled, in any case, to make
and file such affidavit, exempting him from subpcena as
aforesaid, who shall, upon tender of the usual fees of
witnesses in courts of record, refuse to be present and
to give bis deposition at his office or usual place of bus-
iness, or instead thereof, at his house or usual place of
abode. DProvided, furiber, that any peison so present
and giving his depneition at bis office, or usual plice of
business, or in<tead thereof, at his house or usual place
of abnde, who shall be detained four hours from the
time fixed for the taking of such deposition, or from
the time to which the taking of the same may have
been adjourned, may make affidavit that further deten-
tion would be seriously detrimental or hazardous to the
welfare of the persons or business in or under his
charge; and such affidavit having been made, the
Jjustice of the peace, court commissioner, notary public
or other authorized officer before whom such deposition
is being given, shall thereupon adjoura furtber proceed-
ings thereon to a future day.

SectioN 2. This act sball take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
