AN ACT to authorize John E. Glover, Isaac H. Wing and Wm.
H. Phipps, their heirs or assigos, to erect, maintain and
keep up & dam across the Totogaticanse river, in Douglas
county, Wisconsln.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assemlly, do enact as follows:
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SEcTioN 1. Jobn E. Glover, Isasc H. Wing and M3 malnt in

Win. H. Phipps, their heirs or assigns, are hereby
authorized to erect, maintain and keep up a dam across
the Totogaticanse river, on gection one (1), in township
forty-three (43) north, of range ten (10), west, in
Douglas county, Wisconsin; provided, that such dam
shall not raise the water to exceed twelve (12) feet.
Provided further, and the right to maintain suid dam,
if now erected, or to erect and maintain the same, is
] the express condition that the parties herein
above named, their heirs or assigns, now own or shall
acquire by purchase or lease the land upon which said
dam is, or i8 to be erected and maintained.

SkcTION 2. Thbe aforesaid Glover, Wing and Slidesin dam.

Phipps, their heirs or assigus, shall build snitable slides
in rard dam for ruoning logs, timber and lumber over
the same, and shall keep the same in repair. The
same shall be kept open at ull times whea the riveris at
a driving stage and there are logs, timber or lumber to
run over said dam, and when 1t is not necessary to
bold the water back for the purpose of driving or
flooding logs, timter or lumber below the eaid dam,
for which purpose flood-gates shall be kept in repair,
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and built in such manner, as to be shut or open,Jas
the case may require, to flood the said logs, timber or
lumber. ;

SecTioN 8. The aforsaid persons, their heirs or as-
gigns, shall enjoy the privileges granted in this act for
the period of fifteen years. -

SEcTiION 4. When the aforesaid persoos, their
heéirs or assigns, shall have completed said dam as
aforesaid, they are hereby authorized and empowered
to demand, receive and collect from the owners of all
logs, timber and lumber passing over such slides, or
driven by the a:d of said dam, as a conpeusation for
keeping up and maintaining such dam, the sum of six
cents per thousand feet, board measure, the amount te
be ascertained by scile upon the landiong in the woods,
if there be one; if not, in any other practicable way;
and the aforesaid persons, their heira or assigns,
shall have a lien on all logs, timber and lumber run
over said dam or driven by the aid thereof, uniil the
charges aforesaid shall be fully paid, which lien may
be en‘orced in the same manner as the lien ot laborers
on logs, except as to the time for filing the petition for
said lien, which may, under the provisions of-this act,
be filed at auy time within six months after the last
of the logs of any mark shall bave passed over said
slides or been driven by the aid-of said dam; pro-
vided, that said Glover, Wing & Phipps shall at al
times comply wi'h the provisions of section 2 of this
act, and section 3377 of the revised statutes o' 1878.

SectioN 5. The control of said dam, the slidep
and gates of the same, shall belong to the sa:d Glover,
Wing and Phipps, their heirs or assigns, and be under
their exclusive contrnl, subject always to the provis
ions of section 2 of this act.
