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ter and shall hear the testimony and evidence on the
part of the parties interested. The common council
may thereupon, after hearing the same, or upon the re-
pert of such committee in favor of grantingsuch peti-
tion, by resolution declare such public grounds, streets,
alleys or highways, or any portion thereof vacated,
which said resolution, after the same shall go into ef-
fect, chall be published as ip case of ordinances, and
thereupos a trapscript of such resolution, duly certi-
fied by the city clerk, shall be filed with the clerk of
the circuit court of the county of St. Croix.

SEcTION 3. Any person aggrieved thereby may,
within twenty days alter the publication thereof, ap-
peal t> the circuit court of the county of St. Croix, un-
der the same regulations and with the same effect as
appeals are allowed in the case of openiung streets aod
alleys, and as provided by section 15 of chapter 257
of the laws of the state of Wisconsin forthe year 1881

SectioN 4 This actshall take effect and be in force
from and after its Eaesage and publication.

CHAPTER 275.
AN ACT to establish a ferry across Lake Bt. Croix at Hudson.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SgcrioN 1. Patrick McGuire, his assigns, heirs,
executors and admianistrators, shall have the exclusive
right and privilege, for the term of ten years, from and
after the passage ot this ac', of keeping and maintaia-
ing a ferry across Lake St. Croix, from the city of
Hudson, in the state of Wiscounsio, to Lakeland, in the . -
county of Wasbington, state of Minzesota; and no
ferry charter shall be granted during the said period
within one mile below the city of Hudson aond Lake-
land, and below the railroad bridge over the Lake St
Croix. 'V'bis grant, 8o far as it is exclusive, being,
however, upon condition that the said McGuire shall,
during said period, maintain and operate the said ferry
80 as to subgerve the public interest and convenience
as herein provided.

SecrioN 2. There shall be kept for use upon the
said ferry a good and sufficient boat or boats propelled
by steam or otherwise for the use and accommodation of
all persons wishing to cross said ferry, and said Pat-
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rick McGuire, his heirs, executors, administrators and
assigns, shall give prompt and ready attendance on
passengers, teams and merchandise on all occasions,
provided, that said boat or boats need not be run
-when serious injury would resuli thereto, by contact
‘with ice or otherwise; and provided, further, that
when crossing is demanded after eight o'clock at
night, double the actual rates for ferrying may
be charged; and provided further, that said
corporation shall pot be obliged to run its
boat or boats before the hour of seven A. M. nor
after the hour of eight P. M. of each week day, or
‘before the hour of nine A. M., nor alter the hour of
gix P. M. on Sunday; and provided further, that said
Patrick McGnire, his associates or assigns shall forfeit
and pay to every person or persons all damages which
said person or persons may suffer by reason of the said
Patrick McGuire and his associates or assigns failing,
neglecting orrefusing to give prompt and due attendance
upon such person or persons desiring to cross upon
said ferry, or for failing, neglesting or refusing to pro-
vide and keep a good and sufficient boat or boats for
the safe and speedy crossing of passengersor property.
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SectioN 8. The rates for crossiug at the said ferry nates for cross.

shall not exceed the following, viz: For each foot pas- 1%

senger, ten cents; for each horse, mare, gelding, mule
or uss, with or without a rider, forty cents; for each
two-horse or two-0x team, loaded or unloaded, with a
driver, seventy-five cents; for each two-horse or two-
ox team, with a driver and without a wagon fifty cents;
for single horse and carriage, sixty cents; for each ox
or cow fifteen cents; for each swine or sheep, five
cents; all freight or merchandise or other articles, not
with or in a wagon and tcams, at the rate of ten cents
per barrel and ten cents per hundred weight; lumber
sball be ferried at the rate of fifty cents per thousand
feet, when delivered on board raid boat or boats; pro-
vided, that the city council of the city of Hadson shall
have authority to reduce said rates whenever they
shall deem proper.

SECTION 4. So much of any act or acts as contra-
vene the provisions of this act 18 hereby repealed.

SectioN 5. This act shall take éffect and be in
force from and after its passage.
