CHAPTER 400.

AN ACT to authorize the city of Milwaukee to
pay certain claims to contractors for construct-
Ing a certain school building therein,and to pro-
vide for the payment thereof.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTION 1. The common council of the city of

and Kropf, the sum of two thous and sixty-
eight dollars and ninety-three cents; to F. Andres
and Company, the sum of two hundred and fifty-
one dollars and forty-nine cents, and to William
Klocksin the sum of two hundred and eighty-
nine dollars and ninety-six cents; said sums bein
the amount duesaid parties respectively, for wor
done and materials furnished to complete the fifth
district school building in the city of Milwaukee,
in excess of the contract price therefor; and the
proper city officers of the city of Milwaukee are
hereby authorized to sign, countersign, issue and
pay when so directed to do by the common coun-
cil of said city, city orders in said amounts to said
parties respectively, or their respective assigns.

SecTION 2. The payment of said sums of money,
as provided in the preceding section, is hereby
authorized, out of the general city fund, of the
city of Milwaukee.

Secriox 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
