The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

Amending 	SECTION 1. Section 1, of chapter 308, of the

for fire purposes, with one or more hose com-
panies of not less than ten active members, each 
having not less than eight hundred feet of sound 
rubber, leather or other hose, with one or more 
hose carts kept fit and ready at all times for ac-
tual service, such city, village or town shall not 
be required to maintain a fire engine, and the fire 
department shall be entitled to receive the two 
per centum named in this act. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect • and be in 
force from and after its passag and publication.
