CHAPTER 125. 
~ ACT to repeal chapter 202, laws of 1887, en­

titled" An act to provide for the appointment 
and duties of the register of probate of Winne­
bago county," and also to repeal chapter 214: of 
the laws of 1889, entitled" An act to provide a 
salary for the register of probate of Winnebago 
county," and to provide for the election, duties 
and salary of the register of probate for Win­
nebago county, Wisconsin. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 
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SKCTION 1. There shall be in Winneb~o ~ of 
county an officer of the county court of saId ~:;Oba«O c!:atT• 
county, whose official titl~ shall be "register of electron of. 

probate," who shall be elected on the first Tues-
aay in April, 1891, and who shall hold his office 
until the first Monday in January, 1893; the said 
register of probate, after said first election, to be 
elected at the same time and in the same manner 
as other county officers; his term of office to com-
mence on the first Monday of January next suc-
ceeding his election, and to continue for two 
years. The said register of probate shall take the 
oath of office prescribed by the constitution, and 
shall give a bond in the sum of two thousand 
dollars, approved by the county judge, with condi-
tions substantially in the form required in the 
bond of the clerk of the circuit court, which oath 
and bond shall be filed and kept in the same man-
ner as the oath and bonds of the clerk of the cir-
cuit court of said county. 

SKCTION 2. The said register of probate shall be 8aIar7. 
allowed and paid a yearly salary of twelve hun-
dred dolJars, which shall be paid from the county 
treasury of said county in the same manner as 
the salaries of other county officers; the same 
shall be in full compensation for all the duties of 
said office, and no fees of office or other compen­
sation shall be reC'.eived by said register of pro-
bate. 
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SECTION 3. The register of probate' in said 
county shall have the care and custody of all 
books, files, papers and records of the snid county 
court in probate. He shall file all papers and 
make all such entries and records of the papers 
and proceedings in said court as are required by 
law and the rules and practice of said court. He 
shall issue all letters, warrants, citations and 
processes which may be urdered or directed by 
said court, attested in the name of the judge, and 
sealed with the seal of paid court. He may ad· 
minister oaths in all matters pending in or to be 
presented to said court, and give under the st!al of 
said court certified copies of all documents, papers 
or records in his custody as such officer to any 
person entitled thereto. Said register of probate 
to hold no other other office while he is regist.er 
of probate. 

:!:~Ichap-f SECTION 4. Chapter 202 of the laws of Wiscon· 
l~~ anda~p_ sin for 1881, and chapter 214 of the laws of Wis­
;;o~14.IaW8 of consin for 1889, are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 5. All acts or parts of acts, so far only 
as the same conflict or are inconsistent with the 
provisions of this act, are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 6. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and pUblication.
