tion 1565e. 1f any person shall, on or after the
first Tuesday in July following the holding of
an election under the provisions of this act,
vend, sell, deal or traffic in, or for the purpose
of evading any law of this state, give away any
spirituous, malt, ardent, or intoxicating liquors
or drink, in any quantity whatever, in any town,
village or city of this state, wherein a majority
of the votes cast at such election shall have
been against license, he shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and, on conviction thereof,
shall be punished therefor, by a fine of not less
than fifty dollars, nor more than one hundred
dollars, besides the costs of suit; or in lien of
such fine, by imprisonment in the county jail
of the proper county, not to exeeed six months,
nor less than three months; and in case of pun-
ishment by fine as above provided, such persons
shall, unless the fine and costs be paid forth-
with, be committed to the county jail of the
proper county, until such fine and costs are
paid, or until discharged by due course
of law; and in case of a second or subsequent
conviction of the same person during any year,
thg punishment shall be by both fine and im-
prisonment,
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SEcTION 2. This act shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage and publi-
cation.
