CHAPTER 241. 

AN ACT to authorize the commissioners of pub-
lic lands to loan a portion of the trust funds of 
the state to the county of Door and to the city 
of Sturgeon Bay, Wisconsin, respectively. 

Tlu,  people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate ((Jul assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEerrtoN 1. The commissioners of public Loan °futon') 
lands are hereby authorized to loan a portion of ;','. 2.;;g747::d  
the trust funds of this state, not exceeding sixty authorized. 

thousand dollars, to the county of Door, state of 
Wisconsin, and a sum not to exceed twelve thou- 
sand dollars to the city of Sturgeon Bay, county 
of Door, and the said county and slid city are 
hereby authorized to borrow of said commis-
sioners said amounts and to issue to said com-
missioners certificates of the indebtedness so 
contracted. Tlw said loans shall be made to 
said county and to said city for the sole purpose 
of refunding the bonded indebtedness of said 
county and said city respectively. The said in-
debtedness shall bear interest at the rate of three 
and one-half per cent. per annum, payable annu-
ally, and the said indebtedness shall be paid in 
twenty equal annual payments, the first pay-
ment falling due on the first day or February of 
the next succeeding year, after said indebtednes.. 
shall have been created. 
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SEcrfoN 2. Each and every year, until the 
entire loans be repaid, the secretary of state 
shall, when he apportions the state tax among 
the several counties of the state, and certifies the 
same to the county clerks, add to the state tax 
which would be properly chargeable to the 
county of Door, the annual interest due the state 
on such loans, together with the amount of the 
Principal sums so loaned falling due on the first 
day of the following February. It shall be the 
duty of the county clerk of said county of Door, 
on receiving a certified statement of the amount 
so due from the county of Door and the city of 
Sturgeon Bay, to include said amounts in his ap-
portionment of the state taxes to said county and 
to said city, and the same shall be levied and col-
lected out of the taxable property of said county 
and said city respectively, and paid over to the 
county treasurer of the county of Door, and by 
him to the state treasurer, in the same way and 
at the same time as other state taxes are col-
lected and paid. 

SE("rioN 3. It is hereby provided that said 
county of Door and city of Sturgeon Bay shall 
never, during the period for which said loans 
shall remain unpaid, become indebted or con-
tract debts for a greater amount, including debts 
heretofore contracted, as well as that herein au-
thoriml, than five per cent um on the value of all 
taxable property in said county and said city re-
spectively, to be ascertained by the last assess-
ment, for state and county taxes previous to in-
curring the indebtedness authorized by this act. 

SEcTIoN 4. Before contracting any indebted-
ness hereunder, and before any of said trust, funds 
shall be delivered to said county of Door and 
said city of Sturgeon Bay, in exchange for said 
certificates of indebtedness, the county board of 
said county and the common council of said city 
shall by resolutions accept the provisions of this 
act, and the terms and limitations herein pm-
vided, and shall file with the secretary of state 
copies of said resolutions, certified by the clerk 
of said county and the clerk of said city respect- 
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ively. The certificates of indebtedness herein 
provided for shall lie made payable to the com-
missioners of the public lands, and shall be 
signed by the chairman of said county board, 
and by the mayor of said city respectively, and 
countersigned by the clerks thereof respectively. 
All moneys obtained in exchange for said certifi-
cates shall be used for the purpose of paying the 
bonded indebtedness of said county of Door and 
city of Sturgeon Bay respectively, and for no 
ot her purptwe.
