No jury shall be
summoned for either of the terms held in June.

Conflicting laws repealed. Secrion 2. All acts and parts of
acts conflicting with this act are hereby repealed.

CHAPTER 28.

AN ACT to make recitals in deeds and wills evidence in cer-
tain cases.

The people of the state of Wisconsin represented in semte and
assembly do enact as follows:

Becitals as to pedigree, etc.; foreign or domestic will, when ad-
missible. SgecTion 1. The following shall be section 2216¢ of
the statutes of 1898 : Section 2218¢c. Whenever any deed, mort-
gage, land contract or other conveyance shall contain a recital in
respect to pedigree, consanguinity, marnage, celibacy, adoptlon
or descent, and shall have been recorded in the proper register’s
office for twenty years and in other respects shall be admissible
in evidence under sections 2215a, 2216, 2216a, 2216b, or any
other provision of the law making the same evidence, the same
shall be admitted in any court a¢ prima facie evidence of such
facts 6o recited. Any will of real estate, or a copy thereof,
foreign or domestic, containing any such recital shall also be ad-
mitted in evidence as prima facie evidence of such recital if the
eame has been proved or admitted to probate and in other re-
spects admissible.

Section 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
