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CHAPTER 11.

AN ACT to authorize the village of Spooner, in Washbura
county, to construct and maintain a dam across the Yellow
river,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:
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Construction of dam authorized; location. SecTion 1. For
the purpose of supplying power with which to operate a sys-
tem of water works and electrie lights, in the village nf
Spooner, in Washburn county, the said village of Spooner is
hereby authorized and empowered to comstruet, build and
maintain a dam across the Yellow river on the northwest quar-
ter of the southeast quarter of section thirty-one in township
thirty-nine north, of range twelve west, in said village of
Spooner, in Washburn eounty, said dam not to exceed fiftecu
{eet in height from the botliom of the stream.

Fishway. SecTrioN 2. The dam so erected shall be provided
with a good and sufficient fishway to be approved by the state
board of commissioners of fisheries, and said fishways shail
at all times be kept in good repair and open for the free and
easy passage of fish up and down said dam.
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Powers conferred. Secrion 3. The village of Spooner, for
such purpose, by its proper officers, shall'have full power ard
authority to enter upon and take any lands necessary for such
purposes ; provided that the damages which the owner or own-
ers of the lands adjacent thereto may sustain by reasen
thereof, shall be assessed, seltled and ascertained in the man-
per provided in chapter 146 of the statutes of 1898, entitled
“Of mills and mill dams.”’

Powers reserved. SectioNn 4. The power to alter, amend or
repeal this act is hereby reserved.

SecrioN 5. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.
