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and maintain an action in her own name, and for her own bene-
fit, for the alienation and the loss of the affection and society of 
her husband. Any judgment recovered in any such action shall 
be the separate property and estate of such married woman 
• • * Nothing herein contained shall affect the right of the 
husband to maintain a separate action for any such injuries as 
are now provided by law. 

SEcrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 18. 
AN ACT to amend section 4713 of the statutes of 1898, as 

amended by chapter 273 of the laws of 1903, relating to the 
appointment and compensation of counsel for indigent de-
fendants in criminal actions and proceedings. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

Pee for defense of indigent defendant. SEcriox 1. The 
compensation to counsel for indigent persons provided for in 
chapter 273, laws of 1903, shall be paid by the county treasurer 
upon presentation to him of the certificate of the clerk of the 
said court of the amount so allowed. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
