CHAPTER 224.

AN ACT to authorize any city of the first class, whether organ-
ized under general or special charter, to provide for the cap-
ture, impoundage. maintenance and disposition of dogs un-
licensed or running at large.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Section 1. The ecommon council of any city of the first class,
whether organized under general or special charter, is hereby
anthorized to provide for the humane summary destruction,
capture, impoundage, maintenance and disposition of unlicensed
