SECTION 1. Subsection 1 of section 435e of the statutes is 

amended to read: (Section 435e) 1. Boards of school directors 
in cities of the first, second or third class are hereby authorized 
to establish and maintain for children and adult persons, in .the 
school buildings and on the school grounds, under the custody 
and management of such boards, evening schools, vacation schools, 
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reading rooms, library stations, debating clubs, gymnasitnns, 
public playgrounds, public baths and similar activities, and ac-
commodations to be determined by such boards, without charge to 
the residents of such cities ; also to cooperate with commissioners 
or boards having the custody and management in such citics of 
public; parks, libraries, museums and public buildings and 
grounds of whatever sort, and by making arrangements satisfac-
tory to such boards of school directors, and sueli commissioners or 
boards controlling other public buildings and grounds, to pro-
vide the equipment, supervision, instruction and oversight neces-
sary to carry on public educational and recreational activities, as 
described in this section, in buildings and upon grounds in the 
custody and under the management of such commissioners or 
boards having charge of public parks, libraries, museums or pub-
lic buildings and grounds of whatever sort in such cities of the 
first, second or third class.

All acts or parts of acts inconsistent with this act 
are repealed in so far as they are inconsistent herewith.
