A new subdivision is added to section 670 of the
statutes to read: (Section 670) (25) To appropriate such
sum or sums as they shall deem just and proper to the
family of any sheriff or his deputies who shall have been here-
tofore or who may herecafter be killed while in the discharge of
official duties in and about the pursuit and capture of those
charged with crime.
