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(a) The singular shall include the plural; the masculine shall
include the feminine and neuter, as requisile.

(b) “Person” shall include individuals, partnerships; corpora-
tions, receivers, referees, trustees, executors, and administralors;
and shall also include the owner of any motor vehicle as requi-
site; but shall not include the stale or any political subdivision
thereof.

(¢c) “Motor vehicle” shall include trailers, motorcycles, and
tractors. )

(30) The secretary of state shall make rules and regulations
necessary for the administralion of this section.

(81) The term “‘secretary of state” as used in this seclion in-
cludes any depuly named or appointed by the secretary of state to
perform any function to be done in the administration or enforce-
ment of this section. '

(32) Nothing herein shall be construed as preventing the plain-
liff in any action at law from relying for security upon the other
processes provided by law.

(38) If any part or subdivision or provision of this section shall
be deemed unconstitutional, the validity of any of ils remaining
provisions shall not be affected thereby.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
