CHAPTER 225.

36.17 The board of regents may maintain a summer session
and is directed to carry on educational extension and corre-
spondence teaching and shall carry on university * * * oz-
tenston class work in such communities as have 30 or more stu-
dents and where the vocational or other educational board shall
cooperate by payment of the regular extension fees.
