AN ACT to repeal and recreate 4146 and 41.54 (2) of the
statutes, relating to tuition of nonresident students at county
normal schools and county agricultural schools.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact ags follows: :

SECTION 1. 41.46 of the statutes is repealed and recreated
to read: '

41.46 NONRESIDENT STUDENTS ; TUITION. The board may charge
tuition. for any given year for nonresident students at a rate
not to exceed $5 per week, or sueh lesser amount per week as
the county board of supervisors of the county wherein the
school is located may determine, which shall be determined as
follows: From the sum total of money expended by the county
in operating and maintaining the normal. school, including an
item for building and equipment costs equal to 2 per cent of
the original expenditures for buildings and equipment thereof
as certified by the state superintendent of public instruction,
such charge not to apply for a greater period of time than 50
years in the case of a new building or for the unexpired por-
tion of 50 years of life of an old building, exeluding land costs,
and not to exceed 30 cents per week per student, there shall be
subtracted an amonnt equal to the sum of the state and federal
aids, the cost of transportation and money expended for the
payment of principal and interest of bonded indebtedness or
other building loans, and the difference so determined shall be
divided by the average daily attendance for the given year.
Sueh tuition shall be & charge against the county in which sueh
students reside and shall be by it paid to the treasurer of the
normal school enrolling such students. '

Seorion 27 4154 (2) of the statutes is repealed and re-
ereated to read: ' )

4154 (2) The board may admit honresident students and
charge tuition for their attendance for any given year at a
rate not to exceed $10 per week, or sueh lesser amount per
week as the county board of supervisors of the county wherein
the school is located may determine, which shall be determined
as follows: From the sum total of money expended by the
county in operating and maintaining the county agricultural
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sehool, ineluding an item for building and equipment costs
equal to 2 per cent of the original expenditures for buildings
and equipment thereof as certified by the state superintendent
of publie instruection, such charge not to apply for a greater
period of time than 50 years in the case of a new building or for
the unexpired portion of 50 years of life of an old buﬂdmg,
excluding land costs, and not to exceed 30 cents per week per
student, there shall be subtracted an amount equal to the sum
of the state and federal aids, the costs of transportation and
money expended for the payment of principal and interest of
bended indebtedness or other building leans, and the difference
50 determined shall be divided by the average daily attendance
for the given year. Su¢h tuition shall be a charge against the
county in which such ‘students reside and shall be by it paid
to the treasurer of the county agrieultural school enrolling
such students.

AN ACT to repeal 26.14 (7); to amend 26.14 (5) and (6);
and to repeal and recreate 26.14 (8) of the statutes, relating
to forest fires and providing a penalty.

The people of the state of Wisconsm, represented. in sehate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Sporron 1. 26.14 (5) and (6) of the statutes are amended
to read:

26.14 (5) Any person who shall set a fire or assist in the
setting of a fire, including a back fire, on any lands in this
state not his own or under his control, shall fotally extinguish-
