CHAPTER 20. 

AN ACT to create 46.35 and 20.17 (15a) of the statutes, re-
lating to authorizing the state department of public wel-
fare to furnish and charge for certain water and sewerage 
services and making an approPriation. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. 20.17 (15a) of the statutes is created to read: 
20.17 (15a) WATER AND SEWERAGE SERVICE RE-

CEIPTS. All moneys received from the collection of water 
and sewer services, furnished pursuant to section 46.35, to be 
added to the appropriation for operation of the institution 
incurring such expense. 

SECTION 2. 46.35 of the statutes is created to read: 
46.35 CERTAIN WATER AND SEWERAGE SERVICE IN WINNE-

BAGO COUNTY. The state department of public welfare as a 
member of the tri-institutional Winnebago state hospital, 
Winnebago county asylum and Sunny View sanatorium sewer 
agreement in Winnebago county is authorized to furnish and 
charge for water and sewage services to business and dwelling 
units located in the privately owned area lying west of the 
Winnebago state hospital and bounded on the west by the 
railroad properties and on the north, east and south by the 
grounds of the Winnebago state hospital, together with such 
dwelling or other units as now exist oi as may be erected on 
the railroad and state owned property adjacent to this area.
