44.03 Local societies without capital stock may be incorpo-

rated for any purposes mentioned in section 44.02, and as 
auxiliaries to the state historical society, to gather and preserve 
* * * the books, documents and artifacts relating to the history 
of their region or locality. No fees shall be charged by an 
register of deeds for recording nor by the secretary of state for 
filing the articles of organization or any amendments thereto,

work annually to said state historical society, which, or portions 
or a synopsis thereof, may be included in the publications of 
said, state society, and upon application of any auxiliary society 
the state society may become, in behalf of the state, the custodian 
of the records and collections of such auxiliary society.
