CHAPTER 135, LAWS OF 1967

AN ACT to renumber 59.07 (33): and to create 59:07 ¢33) (B) of the
statutes, relating to public museums in counties having a pepulation
of 500,000 or more.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 59.07 (83) of the statutes is renumbered 59.07 (38) (a).

SECTION 2, 53.07 (33) (b) of the statutes is created to read:

59.07 (33) (b) In counties having a population of 500,000 or more,
the board may acquire. establish, own. operate and maintain a public
museum in the county and appropriate money tor such purposes, but no
such county shall acquire a museum of natural history owned by a city
of the 1st class in the county unless the transfer is approved in a county
advisory referendum by both a majority of the voters in such city and a
majority of the voters in the rest of the county: The county is authorized
to appropriate money to defray the expense of suchradvisory referendum.
