
AN ACT to renumber 10329 (1) and 103.82 (1) ; and to create 10329 (1) 
(b) and 103.82 (1) (b) of the statutes, relating to child labor and 
street trades . 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, 
do enact as follows : 
SECTION 1. 10329 (1) of the statutes is renumbered 103.29 (1) (a) . 
SECTION 2. 10329 (1) (b) of the statutes is created to read: 
10329 (1) (b) In addition to the penalties under par. (a), any em-

ployer who employes any minor in violation of s. 103.24 or rules of the de-
partment shall be liable, in addition to the wages paid, to pay to each 
minor affected, an amount equal to twice the regular rate of pay as 
liquidated damages for all hours worked in violation per day or per week, 
whichever is greater. 

SECTION 3. 103.82 (1) of the statutes is renumbered 103.82 (1) (a) . 
SECTION 4. 103.82 (1) (b) of the statutes is created to read: 
103 .82 (1) (b) In addition to the penalties provided in par. (a), any 

employer who employes any minor in violation of s. 103.68, or rules of the 
department shall be liable, in addition to the wages paid, to pay to each 
minor affected, an amount equal to twice the regular rate of pay as liqui-
dated damages, for all hours worked in violation per day or per week, 
whichever is greater.
