The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

885.05 (1) (c) of the statutes is amended to read:

885.05 (1) (c) For traveling, at the rate of 5 10 cents per
mile going and returning from his residence (if within the state);
or, if without, from the point where he crosses the state boundary
in coming to attend to the place of attendance, and returning by the
usually traveled route between such points.
