NOH. THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of 
Wisconsin, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws 
of this state, and specifically by Wisconsin Statute section 14.019, do 
hereby: 

1. Establish the Governor's Nursing Education Coordinating Council;

nursing programs; 

(b) establi sh an expanded data base on registered nurse 
educational mobility to assess the extent to which options for 
mobility are understood, available and effective; 

(c) disseminate information on educational mobility to all 
Wisconsin registered nurses, especIally new graduates of assoc'ate 
degree and diploma programs; 

(d) report, at least annually, its .activi,ties to the G~v~rnor" the 
L'eglslature, the University of W1SCO:nSl~ System AdmlnlStratl?n. 
the Wlscons'n Board of Vocational, Technlcal and Adult Educat ton 
and other interested parties;
