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93.01 Definitions. The following terms, wherever used in chapters 93 to 100 or in 
any order, regulation or standard made thereunder, have the meaning here indicated, 
unless the context otherwise requires: 

(1) "Department" means the state department of agriculture. 
(2) "Director" means the director of the departm'ent. 
(3) "Production" includes ,mining, manufacturing, agriculture, horticulture, dairying 

and live stock, poultry and bee raising'. 
(4) "Marketing", as applied to food products or farm products, includes packing, 

storing', loading, offering or shipping to a point within the state, if any of these acts is for 
a commercial purpose, 01' selling. 

(5) "Marketing", as applied to receptacles, means using receptacles in marketing food 
products 01' farm products. 

(6) "Possession", as applied to receptacles, means possessing them in the course of 
possessing food products 01' farm products for commercial purposes. 

(7) "Possession", when used in sections 93.09 and 93.10, means possession after the 
product or receptacle is ready for marketing. 

(8) "Products" include all articles and commodities in general use. 
(9) "Food products" includes all articles and commodities used for food, drink, con­

fectionery or condiment. 
(10) "Farm products" includes all products of agriculture, horticulture, dairying, live 

stock, poultry and bee raising. , 
(11) "Grade" includes, in the case of food products or farm products, grade according 

to quality, quantity, type, variety, size, weight, dimensions or shape of the products, and, 
in the case of receptacles, grade according to quality, type, size,weight, content, dimen­
sions, or shape of the receptacle. 

(12) "Co-operative association" includes any corporation which adopts or uses the 
principles of a co-operative basis as defined in section 185.01 except banks, building and 
loan associations, insurance companies and puhlic utilities. 

(13) "Business" includes any business, except that of banks, building and loan asso-
ciations, insurance companies and public utilities. 

(14) "Documents" includes books, papers, accounts, l'ecOl'ds and correspondence. 
(15) "Publish" means the same as in section 35.65. 

93.02 Department of agriculture, board; director. (1) There is created a state 
department of agriculture which shall consist of a state board of agriculture, a director 
of agriculture, and such, officers and employes as may be herein authorized. 

(2) There is created a boaTd of seven members which sllal! be known as the "State 
Board of Agriculture" hereinafter refelTed to as the "board". The governor by and with 
the advice and consent of the senate shall appoint two members who shall serve two years, 
two others who shall serve foul' years, and three others who shall serve six years. There­
after each member shall be appoint.ed and confirmed for a term of six years. All members 
of the board shall be persons experienced in farming. All appointments shall be made with-
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out regard to party affiliation, residence or because of interest in any special organized 
group. A majority of the board shall constitut.e a quorum for the exercise of the power 
or authority conferred upon it, and each member of the board shall take and file the offi­
cial oath. 

(3) Each member of the board shall receive as compensation for his services a pel' diem 
not to exceed t.en dollars as fixed by the board with the approval of the governor for time 
actually spent in performance of his official duties, not exceeding in the aggregate, how~ 
ever, the sum of six hundred dollars pel' annum, together with the amount of his t.ravel 
and other expenses actually incurred in the performance of his official duties. 

(4) The powers and duties of the state board of agriculture shall be regulatory, ad­
visory and policy-forming, and not administrative 01' executive. 

(5) The board shall appoint the director of the state department of agriculture who 
shall not be subject to the provisions of chapter 16. 

(6) AilY person aggrieved by any order or determination of the director may secure 
a review of such order or determination in accordance with rules and regulations adopted 
by the boarel. 

(7) The director with the approval of the board may appoint committees of citizens 
to make studies in the field of agl'iculture and marketing, but no member of any such 
committee shall receive any compensation or other emolument except reimbursement for 
actual travel expense. 

(8) (a) All of the administrative and executive powers and duties of the department 
shall be vested in the director of agriculture to be administered by him under the rules 
and regulations of said department, and subject further to the policies and in accordance 
with the principles established by t.he board. 

(c) The director in cOllsultation with the board shall establish such rules and regula­
tions as may be necessary in the a<lministering of the said department, and in the perform­
ance of the duties assigned to this department. 

(d) The details of. the departmental organization withi_n the field assigned to the state 
board of agriculture shall be within the administrative discretion of the director to deter­
mine with the approval of the hOIlI'(1. 

(e) The director shall appoint all staff necessary for the canJ7ing out of the duties 
of this department, all of whom shall be subject to the civil service law except heads of 
divisions created under F:absection (D). Each division shall have a single head appointed by 
the director with the approval of the lJoard. 

(f) The director shall take an oath of office and shall file a bond in such amount and 
with such surety as the board may direct. The director, subject to the approval of the board, 
shall annually and at such other times as the board may direct, prepare and submit budgets 
and reports relative to the administration of the department. 

(9) There shall be created within the departmeilt of agriculture such divisions as 
may be found necessary by the board for the effective administration of the department. 
Subject to the approval of the board, the director shall have the power to allocate and re­
allocate functions among the divisions wit.hin the department.

. 93.03 Offices of department, hearings, investigations. The ·principal office of the 
department shall be in the state capitol at Madison, but, with the approval of the gov­
ernor, other offices may be maintained elsewhere in the state as may be necessaTY for the 
efficient functioning of the department. Hearings, investigations and meetings necessary 
to the carrying out of any of the duties of the department may be conducted anywhere 
within or without the state, as the department may determine to be for the best interests 
of the state and the parties immec1ia tely concerned.

93.05 Attorney. (1) The attorney for the department shall be an assistant attor­
ne.y-general but he shall elevote his entire time to the work of the department, except where 
the department consents to a departure from this requirement. He shall be appointed by 
the director, subject to the approval of the members of the board and the a.ttorney-g:eneral. . 

(2) The provisions of section 14.71 shall apply to this appointment in respect to com­
pensation and reimbursement. 

93.06 Department powers. The department may: (1) INFoRuATIoN.Obtain aml 
furnish: . 

(a) Information relating to prices, profits and costs involved in the prodnction or dis­
tribution of products and to the supply, demand, sales, purchases, deliveries, receipts, 
offers, acceptances, stOl'age and commercial movement of products and to any other factors 
affecting the market value of products 01' market conditions. 
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(b) Information regarding the sources of supply of products necessary for the people 
of the state anc1 the location of markets for Wisconsin proc1ucts. 

(c) Information relating to economy and efficiency in the c1istribution of proc1ucts. 
(c1) Information relating to the selection of propel' shipping' routes, ac1option of ac1vis­

able shipping methods, avoidance of delays incident to transportation anc1 to other c1istribu­
tion problems connected with transportation. 

(e) Lists of persons engaged in the proc1uction 01' distribution of products. 
(f) Information· regarding proc1ucts and situations which are the subject of laws 

unc1er its supervision which may involve imminent danger to health 01' gTOSS c1eception of 
the consumer. 

(1m) REQUESTED INSPECTIONS OF FARM PRODUCTS. Inspect upon request food or 
farm products and facilities used in the production or processing thereof anc1 certify the 
grac1e of such proc1ucts. Such inspection may be performed ~n co-operation witl1 any 
fec1eral agency. The c1epartment shall charge reasonable fees sufficient to covel' the cost 
of such services anc1 may bring an action to recover the same. 

(2) STATEoIENTS. Prcscribe a form of statement to be used at each regular payment 
date by every cheese factory, butter factOl'Y, cOIlc1ensary 01' milk receiving plant to any 
person from whom milk is purchased or receivec1 on a butteTfat 01' cheese basis. 

(3) FOOD SCARCITY. With the consent of the governor, after public hearing, issue gen­
eral or special orc1eTs to avert, Telieve or teTminate a scarcity of food proclucts or fuel in 
this state. 

(4) LAW ENFORCEMENT. At the request of the attol'l1ey-gencTal or of any clistrict at­
torney, assist in the enforcement of any of the folloiying statutes relating to trade: sec­
tions 133.01 to 133.05, 133.17 to 133.24, 185.22, 286.32, 286.36, 294.04, 343.681 and 348.40 .. 

(5) PUBLIC MARKET8; CO-OPERATIVE ASSOCIATIONS. (a) Give assistance in Ll1e organi­
zation, operation or reorganization of such public markets as aTe authorized by law, and of 
co-operative associations. 

(b) By gelleral order, prescribe ullifol'lll systeills of accounting for p11 hlic markets 
or co-operative associations, and may, by general or special order, require any such market 
or eo-operative association to renc1er rep OTt, in form inc1icated by the c1cpartment, to show 
the nature and volume of business, resources, liabilities, profits, losses and any other facts 
bearing upon the financial conc1ition of the market or co-operative association. 

(6) CO-OPERATIVES. (a) By general 01' special order, require any co-operative as~ocia­
tion doing business in this state to file with the department a verified copy of its by-laws 
and of any exclusive contract of sale or agency between the association and its members 
or patrons. 

(b) Investigate the management of any such co-operative association, and may make 
the facts, relating to said management, available to the memhers of the association, when 
a request for such investigation has been filed with the department, signed by all the c1irec­
tors or by at least twenty pel' cent of tbe members (in the case of associations of less than 
five hunc1rec1memhers) anc1 by at least one hunc1redmembers (in the case of associations 
of five hundred 01' more members). The c1epartment shall fix and collect a fee for such 
investigations, to be the actual cost thereof. 

(c) By general or special order, require any co-operative association doing business in 
this state or in the process of organization to file with the department a report of its 
promotion expenses. 

(c1) Set aside a portion of its funds as a co-operative educational fund. The money 
so set· aside shall be used to acquaint proc1ucers anc1 consumers with the advanttlges to 
the general public of co-operative handling of farm anc1 c1airy proc1ucts alld for instruction 
and research to increase the efficiency of co"operative marketing associations. 

(7) DENY, SUSPEND OR REVOKE LICENSES. Deny, suspend 01' revoke any permit, cer­
tificate, registration or license if the applicant therefor or holder thereOl: is not fit, quali­
fied or equipped 01' has violated 01' failed to obey any applicablt. law, o"der or regulation. 
or has misrepresented or intentionally failed to c1isclose a material fact in making his 
application. In determining whether any person is fit, qualifiec1 or equipped, the depart­
ment shall consider, among other things, his character anc1 conc1uct, inchlding past com­
pliance or noncompliance with law. The department may follow the procedure provic1ed 
for special orders in section 93.18, or the applicant or permit holder, certificate holc1er, 
registrant or licensee may, within 5 days after notice of denial, suspension or revocation, 
c1emand such procedure. Rehearing anc1 judicial review shall be as provic1ed in sections 
93.19 and 93.20. 

(8) PRESCRIBE CONDITIONS OF LICENSES. Any permit, certificate, registration or license 
may be conc1itioned upon pertinent cir~umstance or act. 

(9) INVESTIGATIONS. Collect, report and illustrate the results of investigations. 
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(10) ,YARNI1\'G NOTICES. Dispose of minor violations of the laws under its supervision 
without prosecution by issuing written notice 01' warning wheliever it appears that the 
public interest will be adequately protected. 

(11) INTERAGENOY OO-OPERATION. Co-operate with, and enter into agreements with, 
any agency of this state, other states, 01' of the United States for the purpose of carrying 
out its functions, and securing uniformity of regulations.

93.07 Department duties. It shall be the duty of the department: (1) R,EGUL.A­
TrONS. 'l'o make and enforce such regulations, not inconsistent with law, as it may deem 
nccessary for the exercise and discharge of all the powers and duties of thc department, 
and to adopt such measures and make such regulations as are necessary am1 propel' for 
the enforcement by the state of the provisions of chapters 93 to 100, which regulations 
shall have the force of law .. 

(3) FORMS. 'l'o prescribe forms for all applications, notices and l'eports l'equired to 
be made to the department or which are necessary in its work. 

(3) PROMO'I'ION OF AGRIOULTURE. To promote the interests of agriculture, dairying, 
horticulture, manufactUl'es, and the domestic arts and to advertise Wisconsin and its 
dairy and other agricultural products by conducting campaigns of cducation throughont 
the Unitcd States. Snch campaigns shall include the distribution of educational and ad­
vertising material concerning Wisconsin and its dairy products. 

(4) STATE AlD TO AGRIOULTURAl, SOOIETIES. To receive and cxamine, prior to their 
transmission to the director of the budget, the biennial reqnest for state aiel of county 
agricultural societies, intcrcounty fail' associations, and other agricultural associations 
holding fairs, the 'Wisconsin Horticultlll'al Society, thc Wisconsin Agricultnral Experi­
ment Association, the ,Visconsin Cranhel'ry Growers Association, the ,Visconsin Live 
Stock Breeders Association, poultry associations receiving state aid, the Wisconsin State 
Dairymen's Association, the Southern, ,Visconsin Dairymen and Cheescmakcrs Assoeiation, 
the Wisconsin Potato Growers Association, and other similar societies and associations 
rcceiving state aid; to transmit and make recommcndations upon these requests to the 
director of budget and accounts and the gOVCl'nor; and to advise as to the miuJl1er of ex­
pending and accounting for state moneys appropriated to all such societies and organiza­
tions. 

(5) ADVICE TO STATE COLLEGES AND OOUNTY NORlIIALS. To give advice to the state 
superintendent of public instruction as to the COUl'ses in agricultural economics to be 
g'iven in the several state colleges and county normal schools. 

(6) EXHIBITS. Upon authorization by the govel'l1ol',. to make such puhlic exhibits as 
will tcnd to inform the public of thc work of the dcpartmcnt, and to' give such aid in 
farmers' institutes, dairy and food and farmers' conventions and the agricultural dcpart­
ment of the state university as may be deemcd advisable. 

(7) INFORllIATION. (a) To collcct from the several countics information concerning 
the extent, condition and prices of farm crops; thc number, conditions of health and value 
of farm animals; prcvailing conditions of weather, and such other information as the 
department may deem of valuc to the agricultural interests of the state, and to publish 
monthly statements of such reports, for free distribution among the farmers and other 
interested persons of the state. 

(b) To collect and publish, in the form )Jest calculated to attract to the state desiralJle 
immigrants and capital, inforlllation relating to the advantages and opportunities offered 
by this state to thc farmer, the merchant, the manufacturer; the home seeker, and the sum­
mer visitor. The publication shall be subject to the provisions of scction 35.39 and shall 
be in fOl'm of circulars, folders and pamphlcts, and may be translated and printed in 
foreign languages; to cl\use to be inserted in newspapers, magazines and farlll papers 
appropriate notices, and to maintain pcrmanent exhibits in populous centers, if the depart­
ment shall determine that the bcst intcrests of the state will be advanced thereby. 

(c) To furnish free, in its discretion, copies of the publications printed under its 
direction to advancement associations, and societies organizcd to promote immig'ration 
and the development and enrichment of the state, when application is made therefor; to 
furnish other persons such copies as may be reClllested at the actual cost of printing'; and 
the money received for such copies shall be paid into the state treasury and credited to the 
appropriation from which said cost of printing was paid. 

(d) To obtain from the heads of the several departments of the state government, the 
faculty of the state university and the several state institutions. and they are hereby 
directed to furnish to the department upon request, such information as may be at their 
command relating to the resources of this state. 

(8) AGRICUL'.ruRAL SEEDS. To fix standards of g'ermination for agricultural seeds. 
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(9) WEED COMMISSIONERS. To inspect the work of weec1 commissioners, and at such 
time and place as the department may determine, call meetings of the weed commissioners 
in any county for instruction and discussion of means anclmethods necessary for the proper 
performance of their. duties; to prescribe the forms, blanks and instructions to be used 
in the execution of said work, and to cause the same to be printcd and distributed to town, 
villagc and city officers. 

(10) ANIMAL HEAT,TH; QUARANTINE. To protect the health of domestic animals of the 
state; to determine and employ the most efficient and practical means for the pl'evention, 
suppression, control and eradication of communicable diseases among domestic animals, 
and for these purposes it may establish, maintain, enforce and regulate such quarantine 
and such othcr measures relating to the movement and care of animals and their products, 
the disinfection of suspected localities and articles, and the disposition of animals, as the 
department may deem necessary. 

(11) HUMANE SOCIETIES. To superintend and assist in the organization of humane 
societies in the several counties and to administer and cnforce thc laws relating to humane 
8ducation ancf the prevention of cruclty to animals and for this purpose the department 
and its authorized agents when engaged in this work shall have the powers of police offi­
ccrs and constables. 

(12) INSECT AND PLANT DISEASES; NURSERIES AND ORCHARDS. (a) To make, modify 
and enforce reasonable rcgulations and orders needed to prevent the dissemination of insect 
pests and plant diseases in this state, and to suggest mcthods of inseet control. 

(b) To adopt and enforce quarantine regulations prohibiting or restricting the trans­
portation into or through this state of nursery stock, plants, fruits, seeds or any other 
material or article capable of carrying plant disease or insect infestation from any other 
state, territory or district or portion thercof in which the department shall find that there 
exists a dangerous plant disease or insect infestation with reference to which the secretary 
of agriculture of the United States has not established a federal quarantine. 

(c) To co-operate with the sevcral counties, towns, villages and cities and to provic1e 
technical assistance for the expenditure of funds raised by the said counties, towns, villages 
and cities for the control of insect pests, weeds, 01' plant 01' animal diseases. 

(13) INSPECTION m' APIARIES. To inspect apiaries, furnish information to owners anc1 
caretakers with respect to the eradication and prevention of diseases injurious to honeybees. 

(14) PUBLIC SLAUGHTERHOUSES. To prescribe conditions and regulations for the 
construction .and maintenance of public slaughtcrhouses and conditions and regulations 
for the slaughtering of poultry for market. 

(16) DRAINAGE DISTRICTS. To make such investigations anel furnish such reports as 
are required by the provisions of sections 89.26 (2) and 89.75. 

(17) PHONOTION OF MARKETING. (a) To promote the efficient marketing of the dairy 
and farm products of Wisconsin, through co-operative marketing associations now in oper­
ation or which may be organized hereaftcr.· 

(b) To study the possibilities for increasing the markets for Wisconsin c1airy and farm 
products, anr1 through pUblications, advertising and other appropriate methods to endeavor 
to extend and improve these mal'kets. 

(c) To center the efforts of the department in the performance of its duties under this 
subsection upon the development of a centralized system of the co-operative marketing of 
dairy products of "Wisconsin. The department may at any time, however, with the approval 
of the governor, extend its operations to other farm products, for the purpose of developing 
similar centralized systems for the co-operative marketing of such Wisconsin farm })l'oducts. 

(18) STATE FAIR GROUNDS. (a) To exclude from the state fair grounds all exhibitors 
and all booths, stands and other temporary places for the sale of articles which the depart­
ment may deem objcctionablc. 

(b) To appoint necessary policemen to preserve the peace and enforce the regulations 
of the department upon said fair grounds, who, for such purposes, shall have all the powers 
of constables, and such policemen, other than those upon the police force of any city, shall 
be entitled to the fees of constables. 

(c) Every vehicle propelled by gasoline or other similar motive power, used on the 
state fair grounds in racing' competition 01' practice therefor (cxcept during the annual 
state fair and except at other times between 8 o'clock in the morning' and 10 o'clock in 
the evening) shall be equipped with a muffler which, at all times, shall be in good work­
ing conr1ition sufficient to prevent cxcessive or unusual noise. It shall be unlawful to 
operate, .01' for the department to permit to he operated, on the state. fail' grounds in 
racing competition or practice therefor (except during the annual state fair and except 
at other times between 8 o'clock in the mOl'ning allfl 10 o'clock in the evening) any such 
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vehicle, so propelled by gasoline or other simil~r motive power, with the muffler or cutout 
open. 

(19) VETERINARY EXAMINERS. To appoint three veterinary examiners who shall, sub­
ject to the control of the department, examine persons desirous of practicing veterinary 
medicine and surg·cry. 

(20) ADVISORY C0:nIMITTEE. (a) The govel'l1or shall appoint an advisory committee 
of 5 citizens with a recognized and demonstrated intcrest in and lmowleclge. of pure food 
and drugs to assist the department in establishing food definitions and standards as pro­
vidEd for in section 97.022. ,Vithin 30 daya of the publication of this act the gove1'l1or 
shall appoint 2 citizens for 2 years, 2 for 4 years and 1 fOl' 6 years, and thereafter he shall 
appoint members to fill unexpired terms for terms of 6 years. The gove1'l1or shall also fill 
vacancies. Members of the advisory committee shall receive $10 a clay for each day spent 
in the performance of their official duties including attendance at public hearings held 
under sect,ion 97.022 and not to exceed $500 in anyone year for each member, and shall 
receive their actual amI necessary expenses while performing' their official duties. The 
committees shall Hmmally select from among their members a chail'lnan. 

(b) After public hearings lleld pursuant to section 97.022 and before such orders be­
come effective the department shall call a. meeting of the advisory committee to secure 
their opinion and recomlllendations regarding' such orders, The chairman of the advisory 
committee may also request meetings with the propel' department officials at the request 
of 3 members of the committee to propose suggested changes in the rules governing' food 
standards, The proposals and recommendations of the advisory committee shall be ad­
visory only. 

(21) STATISTICS. To compile at least once in 2 years statistics relating to the dairy 
industry in this state, and for such purpose may forward to the owner or manager of any 
creamery, cheese factory, condensary, 01' to any other person dealing in or manufacturing 
dairy products, blanks calling for specific information relating to such industry, and in 
case of cheese factories, the information shall show the number of pounds each of Amer­
ican, Swiss, limburger and brick cheese made in each factory. These blanks shall, within 
60 days from receipt thereof,' be filled out and returned to the department and all 
questions thereon propounded and all information required by such blanks, so far as it is 
within the power of such person to answer or furnish the same, shall be answered and 
furnished, The department may take other necessary steps to secure full and complete 
information and statistics relating to the dairy industry, and to promote the welfare of 
that industry. 

(22) BONDS OF EMPLOYES. To require any of the appointees 01' employes of every 
branch of the department to give such bond as the department may order, 

(23) ACCOUNT OF MONEYS. To keep an account of all moneys received and disbursed 
and shall make an annual report thereof to the state department of budget and accounts, 

(24) ENFORCEilIENT OF LAWS. To enforce the provisions of chapters 93 to 100 and 
all other laws entrusted to its administration, and especially: 

(a) To enforce the laws regarding the production, manufacture and sale, offering 01' 
exposing for sale 01' having in possession with intent to sell, of any dairy, food or drug 
product, the adulteration or misbranding of any articles of food or drink, or condiment 
or drug and to inspect any milk, butter, cheese, lard, syrup, coffee, tea 01' other article of 
food, drink or condiment or drug made or offered for sale within this state which it may 
suspect or have reason to believe to be impure, unhealthful, misbranded, adulterated or 
counterfeit, or in any way unlawful, and to prosecute or cause to be prosecuted any person 
engaged in the manufacture or sale, offering or exposing for sale or having in possession 
with intent to sell, of any adulterated dairy product or of any adulterated, misbranded, 
counterfeit, 01' otherwise unlawful article or articles of food, ell'ink, comliment 01' drug, 

(b) To enforce the provisions of sections 95.64 to 95.66, by inspections, chemical 
analysis or other appropriate methods. 

(c)· To record and publish in its biennial report a summary of its activity in enforc­
ing the laws under its supervision, showing the charge, action taken, disposition, and also 
aU warning'S issued.

93.08 Access for law enforcement. The department and its authorizerl agents have 
power to enter, within rea80na ble hours, any field, orchard, garden, packing' ground, 
building, freight or express office, warehouse, cal', vessel, vehicle, room, cellar, storehouse, 
cold storage plant, packing house, stockyard, railroad yard or any othel; place of business, 
which it may be necessary or desirable for them to enter in performing their duties or in 
enforcing the laws intrusted to their administration. They 1111ve power, for such pur­
poses, to open any box, carton, parcel, package 01' other receptacle, inspect the contents 
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t11ereof, and, upon payment 01' tendel' of the market value, to take samples of any 
product contained therein.

93.09 Standards and regulations. (1) The department, after public hearing, may 
establish standarfls for the grade of food products and farm products and for receptacles 
therefor and may prescribe regulations governing the marks or tags which may be re­
quired upon food products or farm products or upon receptacles thereforl for the pur· 
pose of showing the name, address or serial number of the person producing or marketing 
the product or receptacle, the grade of the product or receptacle, the quality, quantity, 
type, variety, size, weight, dimensions or shape of the product or the quality, type, size, 
weight, content, dimensions or shape of the receptacle. 

(2) No standard or regulation under this section, which is repugnant to any require­
ment made mandatory under federal law, shall apply to products or receptacles which 
are being shipped from the state in interstate commerce. 

(3) No standard shall apply to products or receptacles coming from outside the state 
but such products or receptacles may be required to be marked or tagged to indicate that 
they came from outsic1e the state and to show any other fact regarding which marking' or 
tagging may be required under this section; provided, that such products or receptacles, at 
the time when marking or tagging is required, have ceased to be in interstate commerce. 

(4) No standard established under this section for the grade of any food product 01' 

farm product shall affect the right of fl.ny person to dispose of such product without con­
forming to the standard, but such person may be required to mark or tag such product, 
in such a manner ,as the department may direct, to indicate that it is not intended to be 
marketed as of a grade contained in the standard and to show any other fact regarding 
which marking 01' tagging may be required under this section. 

(5) No standard or regulation shall be establishec1 or prescribed under this section 
which is in conflict with any standal'Cl or regulation contained in or heretofore promul­
gated under authority of any other statute of the state. 

(6) No standard 01' regulation shall be established or prescribed by the state depart­
ment of agriculture under this section in any case where any other state department, com­
mission or official has authority to establish such a standard or prescribe such a regulation, 
unless the state department of agriculture establishes the standard or prescribes the reg­
ulation jointly with such other department, commission or official No standard or regu­
lation shall be established. or prescribed by any other state department, commission 01' 

official in any case where the state department of agriculture has authOl'ity to establish 
such a standard or prescribe such a regulation under this section, unless such other depart­
ment, commission or official establishes the standard or prescribes thc regulation jointly 
with the state department of agriculture. Thegovel'l1or shall act as arbiter in case of dis­
I).greement or conflict of authority hetween the state department of agriculture and any 
other state department, commission or official umIer this section. 

(7) No standard established under this section shall become effective until at least 
thir~y days after the text thereof is published. 

(8) \Vhenever any standard or regulation under this sectiOl~ has become effective no 
person marketing or having in his possession for commercial purposes any product or 
receptacle to which the stanclarrl is applicable shall represent such product or receptacle, 
unless in a manner authorizecl by the department, as being of any grade other than a 'grade 
contained in SilCh standard, except as to products 01' receptacles included in suhsections 
(2) and (3) of this section; and no person marketing or having in his possession for com­
mercial purposes any product or receptacle to which the stanclard is applicable shall rep­
resent such product or receptacle as being of a gTac1e contained in the standard, when as 
a matter of fact such product or receptacle is below the requirements of such grade and 
no person shall market or have in his possession for commercial purposes any product 01' 

receptacle unless the marking or tagging thereon conforms to the regulation prescribed 
under this section; and no person shall market or have in his possession for commercial 
purposes any product or receptacle, to which any such marking or tagging regulation is 
applicable, if such marking or tagging thereon is false or misleading'; provided, that rep­
resenting a product or receptacle as being of a grade contained in the standard, when as 
a matter of fact such product or receptacle is below the requirements of such grade, shall 
not he a violation of this section, if the product or receptacle bears the omcial certiilcate 
of an insp'ector licensed under section 93.11; provided, further, that possession, under this 
sedion, shall not include possession by a carrier or other bailee. 

(9) Whenever the department finds that any person marketing or having in hi;;; pos­
session any product or receptacle to wllich the stanc1.ard is applicable has intentionally vio­
lated any provision of subsection (8) of this section, the department, after opportunity 
for hearing has been given such person, may, by special order, revoke the right of such 
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person to represent any product 01' receptacle to which the standard is applicable as being 
of any grade contained in the standard and may, in said order, require such person to 
mark 01' tag such product or receptacle as provided in subsection (4) of this section. The 
department may, without lwal'ing, suspend such right for a periocl not exceeding ten 
days, pending investigation. The department may restore such right to any person from 
whom it has been revoked, where the person gives satisfactory evidence warranting such 
restoration. 

93.10 Inspector's certificate. (1) The department, as a mean::; of enforcing the 
stnndard for the grade of any food product or farm product or for any receptacle therefor, 
may, by general order, after public hearing, require any such product or receptacle to bear 
the omcial certificate of an inspector licensed under section 93.11. 

(2) Whenever the department has required any product 01' receptacle to bear the 
official certificate of an inspector licensed under section 93.11, no person marketing or 
having in his possession for commercial purposes any such product or receptacle shall 
remove, mutilate 01' alter the official certificate thereon or represent such product or re­
ceptacle, unless in a manner authorized by the department, as being of any grade other 
than the g'rade designated by the official certificate thereon, except as to products or re­
ceptacles included in subsections (2) and (3) of section 93.09; and no person shall market 
01' have in his possession for commercial purposes any such product or receptacle unless 
such product 01' receptacle bears the official certificate of an inspeetor licensed uncleI' sec­
tion 93.11, except as to products or receptacles included in subsections (2), (3) and (4) of 
section 93.09; provided, that such a product or receptacle may be marketed 01' had in 
possession without an official certificate issued at the point of shipment if such procluct or 
rcceptacle is destinecl for shipment to a point within the state, where the shipper has 
arranged for the issuance of an official certificate; provided, further, that possession uncleI' 
this section, shall not include possession by a carrier or other bailee. 

93.11 Licensing of inspectors. (1) The department, upon presentation of satis­
factory evidence that the applicant is competent, may issue a license to any person to 
certify the grade of food products 01' farm products 01' of receptacles therefor, for which 
standards have become effective uncleI' section 93.09. The purpose of such certification 
may be either to enforce the standard or merely to furnish to an interested party an official 
statement of the gracle. A certificate issued Ullder this section, unless superseded by a 
finding as provided in subsection (4) of this section, shall be accepted in any COUTt of this 
state as prima facie evidence of the facts to which the certificate relates. 

(2) No fee shall be chargecl the licensee -for any license issued under this section. 
(3) The department may-by general order, after public hearing-fix and cause to be 

eollected a reasonable, uniform fee for certification where necessary for the adequate en­
forcement of an order issued under section 93.10. The department shall fix -and cause to 
be collected a reasonable, uniform fee for certification where the purpose of such certifica-
tion is merely to fUl'llish to an interested party an official statement of the grade. -

(4) Any person affected by a certification made under this section may appeal to the 
department from such certification within a reasonable time to be prescribed in regulations 
issued by the department. rrhe department shall thereupon make an investigation to 
determine the true grade of the product or receptacle and shall issue a finding' thereof. 
Such a finding shall be accepted in any court of this state as prima facie evidence of the 
facts to which the fincling relates. 

(5) The department shall charge and collect a reasonable fee for any appeal taken 
nnder this section but shallrefuncl such fee if the appeal is sustained. 

(6) The department, after opportunity for hearing has been g'iven the licensee, may, 
by special order, revoke any license issued under this section, whenever the departmcnt 
finds that such -licensee is incompetent or has made material false statements in order to 
obtain a license 01' Ims knowingly or carelessly issued any false 01' improper certificate of 
gTade or has accepted money or other consideration, directly or indirectly, as compensation 
for any neglect 01' improper performance of duty or has violated any provision of chapters 
93 to 100, inclusive, 01' any regulation made thereunder. The department may, without 
hearing, suspencl such right for a period not exceeding ten days, pending investigation. 
The department may restore the license of any person whose license has been revoked, 
where the person gives satisfactory evidence warranting such restoration. 

(7) No person shall certify or attempt to certify that tIle grade of any food product 
or farm product or of any l;eceptacle therefor conforms or does not COnfOl'll1 to the stand­
ard established under section 93.09, unless such perSOll holds an unrevoked and unsus­
pended license issued under this section. No person shall influence 01' attempt to influ­
ence any licensee to neglect or improperly perform his duty. No licensee shall knowingly 
issue any false or improper certificate of grade or accept money 01' other consideration, 
directly 01' indirectly, as compensation for any neglect or improper performance of his. duty. 
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(8) The provisions of chapter 16 of the statutes shall not apply to inspector~ licensed 
under this section who receive no salary or are handled mercly upon a fee basIs.

93.13 Records; report; evidence. (1) The department shall keep a record of all 
orders, regulations and standards made under this chapter and shall authorize copies 
thereof to be printed. Any such authorized copy, stamped with the official seal of the 
department, shall be competent evidence of the order, regulation or standard in any court 
of this state. 

(2) The department, on or before the first clay of December in each even-numbered 
year, shall submit to the governor a report of its work for the biennium which ended on 
the last day of June preceding, together with such recommendations as may be decmed 
of value to the people of the state. It shall also make such special reports upon any phase 
of its work as may be called for by the governor, the legislature or either house thereof. 

93.14 Power to conduct hearings; secure evidence; witness fees. (1) The depart­
ment or any of its authorized agents may, in relation to any matter within the (~epart­
ment's power, conduct hearings, administer oaths, issue subpoenas and take testllllony. 

(2) The witnesses and officers who subpCBna them shall be entitled to the fees allowed 
in courts of record.. Such fees shall be audited and paid by the state in the same manner 
as other expenses of the department are audited and paid. No witness subpCBnaed at the 
instance of any party other than the clepartment shall be entitled to payment of fees by 
the state, unless the department certifies that the testimony of such witness was material. 

(3) Any person who shall unlawfully fail to attend as a. witness or refuse to testify 
may be coerced as provided in section 325.12. 

(4) A record of all hearings shall be kept in the office of the depa.l'tment. All hearings 
shall be public. 

93.15 Reports to department; inspections. (1) The department may, by general 
or special order, require persons engaged in business to file with the department, at such 
time ancl in such manner as the department may direct, sworn or unsworn reports 01' sworn 
or unsworn answers in writing to specific questions, as to any matter which the department 
may investigate. 

(2) The department or any of its authorized agcnts may have access to and may copy 
any document, or any part thereof, which is in thc possession or uncleI' the control of any 
person engaged. in business, if such document, or such part thereof, is relevant to any 
matter which the department may investigate. 

(3) No person shall refuse or fail to render any report or answer required under this 
section at such time and in such manner as the department may prescribe. No person 
shall refuse, neglect or fail to submit, for the purpose of inspection 01' copying, any docu­
ment demanded under this section. No person shall wilfully make any false entry or 
statement in any report 01' answer required or document demanded under this section. No 
person shall wilfully fail to make full and true entries and statements in any report or 
answer required or document demanded under this section. No person shall, for the pur­
pose of embarrassing the department in the conduct of any investigation, hearing or pro­
ceeding, remove out of the state or mutilate or alter any document. No person shall, except 
through judicial process, resist or obstruct any official or subordinate of the department 
in the exercise of his lawful authority. 

93.16 Preliminary investigation. (1) The department may, at any time, conduct 
such preliminary investigation as is necessary and propel' to determine whether a hearing 
01' proceeding ought to be begun under the provisions of this chapter. 

(2) The authority contained in sections 93.14 and 93.15 may be used in the conduct 
of such preliminary investigation. 

93.17 Immunity; perjury. Except as to a hearing 01' proceeding imde'l' subsection 
(3) of section 93.06 or as to an investigation preliminary thereto, no person shall be 
excused from testifying 01' rendering a report or answer 01' producing or submitting a .docu­
ment, in response to a demand made under section 93.14 or section 93.15, upon the ground 
or for tIle rE;llson that the testimony or report or answer or document required of him may 
tend to incriminate him 01' subject him to a penalty or fOl'feiture; but no natural person 
shall be prosecuted or subjected to any penalty or forfeiture for 01' on account of any 
transaction, matter or thing concel'lling which he shall have testified or rendered a report 
or answer or produced 01' submitted a document, in response to a demand made under 
section 93.14 or section 93.15, and no testimony so given or report 01.' answer so rendered 
or document so produced or submitted shall be received ag·ainst him in any criminal action, 
investigation oJ' proceeding; .provided, that no natural person so testifying shall be exempt 
from prosecution and punishment for perjury committed by him in so testifying or for 
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misrepresentation or concealment committecl by him in so renclering a report or answer 
01' so proclucing or submitting a document. 

The immunity granted to a retail grocer 
,vha ,vas subpoenaed and exalnilled in a 
proceeding before the state department of 
agriculture, does not prevent the state from 
exanlillillg hiDl in other proceedings; such 
immunity statute prohibits prosecuting or 

subjecting him to any penalty or forfeiture, 
but does not grant immunity from an in .. 
junction sought by the state under 100.30 
(5). State v. Ross, 259 W 379, 48 NW (2d) 
460. 

93.18 Hearings; orders; service; procedure; revocation. (1) The department 
shall publish notice in the official state paper of any public hearing to be held relating to 
issuing, revoking or amending a general order, standard 01' regulation. 

(2) The department, in any matter relating to issuing, revoking or amending a special 
order 01' regulation not affecting the general public, shall serve upon the person complained 
against a complaint in the name of the department and a notice of a public hearing thereon 
to be held not sooner than 10 days after such service. The person complained against shall 
be entitled to be heard in person, 01' by agent or attorney and shall be entitled to process 
to compel the attendance of witnesses. 

(3) The department shall publish all general orclers. 
(4) The department shall serve a copy of any special orcler upon the person against 

whom the order is issued. 
(5) Complaint, notice, order or other process of the department may be served as may 

be a summons, and a subpuma as provided by section 325.03, and either may be served by 
registered mail to an address furnished by the person or concern to either the department 
or the secretary of state. Service may be proved by affidavit. Service ill any event may 
be also by registered mail addressed to the person or concern and proved by the post-office 
return receipt, in which case tIle time of service is the date borne by the receipt. 

(6) The testimony presented and the proceedings at hearings shall be taken in short­
hand and transcribed .. '1'he director shall, as soon thereafter as possihle, make his findings 
and determination thereon. The department shall make rules of procedure and practice 
not inconsistent with any la w governing such procedure or practice. 

(7) The department may revoke 01' amend any standard, order or regulation macle 
under this chapter; provided, that public hearing has been held and notice thereof given 
in the same manner as is prescribed for the making of such standard, order or regulation. 
The revocation or amendment of any standard, order or regulation shall not affect any 
civil 01' criminallia hility for offenses committed, penalties 01' forfeitures inclU'red, or rights 
of action accrued under such standard, order or regulation before the revocation or amenrl­
ment thereof, whether or not ill the course of prosecution or action at the time of such 
revocation 01' amendment j and any prosecution 01' action founded upon any such standard, 
order 01' regulation as it existed prior to the time of revocation 01' amendment, whether such 
prosecution 01' action was institutcd before that time 01' not, shall proceed to judgment in 
thc same manner amI to the like pm'pose and effect as if the standard, ordcr 01' regulation 
had Rot been revoked 01' amended .. 

93.19 Review by board; rehearing. (1) .Any person affected by any standard, or­
der, regulation or other determination made by the director pursuant to section 93.18 may 
file with the department an application for review by the board as provided in section 
93.02 (6), 01' for a rehearing upon such standard, order, regulation or other determina­
tion. Such application shall be filed not later than 30 days after the effective date of such 
standard, order, regulation 01' determination, and action granting or denying the applica­
tion shall be taken within 30 days after the filing thereof. 

(2) The pendency of any application for rehearing shall not stay 01' suspend the oper­
ation of the standard, order or regulation. 

93.20 Judicial review. (1) The determination of the director and the action of 
the board upon any application for rehearing or review shall be subject to judicial review 
in the manner provided in chapter 227. 

(2) Proceedings for review shall not stay the operation of the order, standard or regu­
lation. 

93.21 Penalties. (1) FAILING TO FURNISH INFORMATION. .Any owner or manag'er 
of any creamery, cheese factory, butter factory, condensary or milk receiving plant, aiHl 
any person dealing in 01' manufacturing dairy products, who fails to fU1'llish the state­
ment prescribed under section 93.06 (2) to every person from whom milk is purchased 
or received, or who fails to comply with the provisions of section 93.07 (20), shall bc 
fined not to exceed $200 01' imprisoned in the county jail not to exceed 6 months 01' both. 

(2) OBSTRUCTING OFFICERS • .Any person who obstructs the department or any of its 
subordinates in the perfol'lnance of their duty by refusing him entry to any place he is 
authorized to enter 01' by refusing to deliver to him a sample of any article of food, ell'ink 
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01' drug made, soW" o:trel'cd 01' exposed 'for saM by the person to whom request thel'efolJ is 
made, if the value thereof is tendered, shall be punished as'in subsection (1). 

(3) VIOLATION OF ORDER OR REGULATION. Any person who violates any provision of 
section 93.09 (8), 9;l.10 (2), or 93.11 (7), 01' who wilfully violates 01' refuses, neglects 
01' fails to obey any order 01' regulation of the department, shall be punished as in sub­
section (1). 

(4) F AlLURE TO OBEY ORDERS. Any person who wilfully violates any provisions of sub­
section (3) of section 93.14 or sub1l'ection (3) of section 93.15, or who wilfully violates or 
refuses, neglects or fails to obey any order or regulation made under subsection (3) of 
section 93.06 shall, for each offense, be punished by a fine of not more than five thousand 
dollars or by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than one year, or by both such 
fine and imprisonment.

93.22 Enforcement provisions. (1) In cases arising uncleI' the provisions of chap­
ters 93 to 100, the department may be represented by its attorney. It shall be the duty of 
county agricultural agents, upon requf'st of the department, to assist in carrying out the 
provisions of chapters 94 and 95. 

(2) The department may, with the approval of the governor, appoint special counsel 
to prosccute or assist in the proseCl,ltion of any case arising under the provisions of chap­
ters 93 to 100. The cost of such special counsel shall be charged to the appropriation for 
the state department of agriculture. 

(3) In any criminal or civil action under chapters 93 to 100, any exception, exemption, 
proviso, excuse or qualification contained in any of said chapters, or in any order, standard 
or reg'ulation thereumler, may be provcd by the dcfendant, but need not 1)e specified 01; 

negatived in the information or complaint, and, if so specified 01' negatived, no proof in 
relation to the matters, so speci fled or negatived, shall be required of the plaintiff.
