124.09 Rights, powers and liabilities of a general partner. A general partner shall
have all the vights and powers and be subject to all the restrictions and liabilities of a
partner in a partnership without limited partners, except that without the written consent
or ratification of the specific act by all the limited partners, a general partner or all of
the general partners have no authority to

(1) Do any act in contravention of the certificate, ‘

(2) Do any act which would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary business of
the partnership,

(3) Confess a judgment against the partnership,

(4) Possess partnership property, or assign their rights in specific partnership prop-

124.30 Provisions for existing limited partnerships. (1) A limited partnership
formed under any statute of this state prior to July 4, 1919, may become a limited
partnership under this chapter by complying with the provisions of section 124.02; pro-
vided the certificate sets forth

(a) The amount of the original contribution of each limited partner, and the time
when the contribution was made, and

(b) That the property of the partnership exceeds the amount sufficient to discharge
its habilities to persons not claiming as general or limited partners by an amount greater
than the sum of the econtributions of its limited partners.

(2) A limited partnership formed under any statutes of this state prior to July 4,
1919, until or unless it becomes a limited partnership under this chapter, shall continue
to be governed by the provisions of sections 1703 to 1724 of the statutes of 1917, except
that such partnership shall not be renewed unless so provided in the original agreement.
