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193 01 Street rallways formatlon, powers; franchises. (1) Co1porat10ns for con-
strueting, mzuntammg and operating street railways may be formed under ch. 180, and
shall have powers and be governed accordingly. Any municipality or county may gTant
to such corporation, under whatever law formed, or to any person who has the right to
operate street railways, the use, upon such terms as it determines, of any streets, parkways
or budges within its limits for the puwrpose of laying tracks and running cars:thereon,.or
of running cars without tracks by overhead trolley, and auxiliary vehicles operated, by in-
ternal combustion: engines, for the carriage of freight and passengers, to he propelled by
such power .as shall be agreed on, with all necessary curves, turnouts, switches and other
conveniences. Every such road shall he constructed upon the most approved plan and be
subjeet to sueh reasonable rules and the payment of such license fees as the grantor may
by ordinance preseribe. Transportation systems employing overhead trolley struetures for
the -propulsion. of ecars without. tracks shall be deemed railroads subject to ch. 195. The
cars used for the, opera,tlon of any such trackless trolley system shall not be deemed motor
vehicles within the meaning of ch. 194. ;

(2) 'Whenever any city shall determine that public travel requn'es the use of spaee be-
neath or over the surface of any street, alley or public ground, it may authorize, subject
to the provisions of sections 193.33 to 193, 46, any street orinterurban railway .corporation,
on such terms as may be agreed upon,:to constluct and mamtfun, for the operation of its
cars and trains thereon:or therein, elevated structures above and subways beneath: the sur-
face of any street; alley or public ground, irncluding approaches, entrances, sidings, sta-
tions and connections Any city may provide any such elevated or subway structure and
may authorize the use thereof by a street or interurban rallway corporation on such terms
ds may be agreed upon. ‘ ,

193.02 Street railway may buy 11ke road holdmg stock; payment' sale or lease.
Any corporation which owns or controls a street railway may, when authorized by its arti-
cles of incorporation, purchase, take and hold all or any part of the real and personal
property, rights, privileges, ‘ordinances -and- iranchlses of ‘any other street railway com-
pany, or of any' cmporatlons, formed for the pulpose of genemtmg electricity, and may,
when so authonzed, purchase, take and hold stock in and become a subseriber to the capital
stock 'of dny other similar'sireet railway or any electrical corporation ; the consideration
for siich puréhase may be paid in the stock or honds, or hoth, of the’ pmehasmo compaiy;
the conveyance of property shall be by deed or bill of sale, or botl, in the usual form, and
be authorized by the affitmative vote of a majority of the outstandmg stock entitled to vote
of the selling company. The electrical power so acquired may be sold or leased for-any
purpose to all persons-and corporations for eash or for the stock or honds,-or both, of any

corporation to which the same is furnished. All electric light companies shall have all the
rights, powers and privileges conferred by this section on street railway corporations.

193.04 Vestibule cars. Every person, partnership or corporation owning or oper-
ating a street car line in this state, the cars upon which are propelled by steam, cable or
electricity, shall provide all closed winter cars with a suitable protection constructed of
wood, iron, glass or other material sufficient to protect the employes engaged in operat-
ing any such cars from exposure to the inclemencies of the weather, such protection to be
maintained from the first day of November to the first day of April in each year; pro-
vided, that such protection shall be so constructed as not to obstruet the vision of the

erson operating such ear. Any such person, partnership or corporation owning, operat—
ing, superintending or managing any such line of street railway or the managing or
superintending officer or agent thereof who shall be found guilty of a wilful refusal to
eomply with this section shall be punished by a fine of not less than fifty dollars nor
more than one hundred dollars. Each day that any of said persons cause or permit any
of their employes to operate such cars in violation of the provisions of this section or
eause or permit cars to be used or operated in violation hereof shall be deemed a separate
offense; provided, that the provisions of this section shall not apply to cars used and
known as trailing cars, It is hereby made the duty of the attorney of any municipality
in hieh such street railway is situated and operated; upon information given to him by
any person of any violation of this sectwn, to promptly prosecute such person, partner-

ship or corporation.

193.05 - Interurban railways; organization; depots, locatlon, construbtlon. 1) Co1-
porations may he formed and governed as provided in section 193.01 for the purpose of
building, maintaining and operating interurban railways in any city, village or town, or
to extend from any point in one city, villagé or town to, into or through any other ecity,
village or town, and for running cars for the carriage of either passengers or fr eight; and
for that purpose, with the consent of the common council of any city or the board of any
village or town in or through which such railway may extend, may lay and operate their
railways upon, across:and along any highway, but not so as to obstruet the public:travel
thereon. The consent of the common couneil or board shall be given by ordinance, and
upon such terms and subject to such rules and regulations and the payment of such license
fees as the common council or board may from time to time preseribe; provided, that the
common: council or board shall not alter or change the license fee preseribed f01 any. such
c01po1at10n oftener than once in each five years.

(2) Every interurban railway company shall p10v1de 4 suitable depot or wa1tmg room
at every city or village, whether incorporated or not, to 'which its railway shall extend,
and at every junction point where it shall transfer passengers. - Upon petition therefor to
any interurban railway company by any town board or by twenty-five residents of any
town, such railway company shall provide a snitable waiting room or shelter at any lugh-
way crossing within such town where it receives and discharges passengers.. The commis-
sion shall have power to relieve any company from the duty of construeting such. waiting
room or shelter at highway crossings, or at any other place along its: hne, when it shall be
made to appear that the volume of traffic or the proximity to such crossing or other place
of a suitable shelter is such that the construetion of such waltmg room or-shelter is not nee-
essary for the adequate proteetion of passengers. The commission may determine whether
any depot or waiting room so provided is suitable in construction or location; and in ease
of the failure of connectlnv lines to agree on the place of location or (hv1510n of expense
of. erectlon or maintenance of such depot or waiting. room at Junctlon points; said com-
mission shall have the power to determine all matters in dispute in 1efe1ence thereto on

applieation of either party.

©193.06 Penalty, failure to prov1de shelter, ' Any corporation fa1lmo- to comply with
any of the provisions of section 193.05 shall forfeit not less than fifty dollals, nor more
than one hundred dollaxs. Each day that any such 1a1hvay shall be operated in violation

of said plowsmns shall be deemed a separate of'fense

193.08 Forfeiture of franchise for nonuser, (1) When anv street 1a11way com-
pany shall fail, for a period of five years to operate its cars for regular passenger service
over any stleet in any city, village or town, upon which a franchise or permit shall have
been granted it; the common couneil nr the village or town board may, by a two-thirds
vote, declare such franchise or permit forfeited as to the street or portion thereof so neg-
lected ; provided that tracks upon any street, not exceeding two blocks, used for switching
and emergency purposes, may be retained by any such company though cars are not regu-
larly operated thereon.
“(2) When any franchise or permit glanted to any street. rallway company contains
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no limitations as to the time within which the railway should be constructed, such franchise
or permit shall terminate at the expiration of five years from the date thereof as to all
streets.and portions of streets upon which such railway has not been constructed or has

been taken up.

193,09 Interurban cars; heating; thermometer; penalty. (1) It shall be unlawful
to operate any interurban or street passenger car hetween the fifteenth day of October
and the succeedmg fifteenth day of April, unless such car is provided with a reliable ther-
mometer, placed in a conspicuous place at or about the center of such car, and a suitable
heating apparatus, and a temperature of not less than sixty degrees Fahrenheit at or
about the center of such car is maintained when reasonably possible so to do.

(2) ‘Any corporation failing to comply with any of the foregoing provisions shall
forfeit not less than fifty dollars, nor more than one hundred dollars, Kach day that such
car 'is 0pe1 ated in violation of the foregoing provisions shall be deemed a separate offense.

1193.10 . Extension of lines, interurban roads. Any street 1a11way corporation oper-
ating within any municipality shall extend its lines and furnish service thereon \vhenever,
after complaint made and public hearing after notice to all parties interested, the commis-
sion shall haye found and declared that public convenience and necessity require such
extension and.such additional sc1v1ce, and that the construection and operation of such
extension will not impair the earnings of the said corporation so as to prevent an adequate,
or fair return, and such corporation may extend its railway to any point within any town
adjoining the mumnicipality from which it derived its flanchlse, and. for such purposes
may, with the written consent of a majority of the supervisors of such town, lay and
operate its railway upon, across and along any highway, but not so as to obstruet public

travel, .

19311 Stréet and interurban railways; right of way for road or power lihe. Any
street or interurban railway eorporation may lay out its right of way not exceeding one
hundled feet in width and acquire the same and construet its railway thereon; and may
acquire a right of way not exceeding two rods in width, for the purpose of tlansmlttmg
electrical current from the power house to the railway system operated thereby, and. for
the purpose of furnishing light, heat and power for public purposes. Wherever such cor-
pomtlon has constructed its.railway on any street or highway under a franchise granted
to it by any town or village board or city eouneil, such corporation shall not, during the
ferm of such franchise, abandon or discontinue any part of such rallway on ‘a publie
street or hlghway without the consent of the proper town or village board or city council.

19312 Street and interurban railways; condemnation. For the purpose of cut-
tings and embankments and of obtaining gravel or other material such railivay may take
as much more land as may be necessary for the proper construction, operation and security
of the road, and cut down trees that may be in danger of falling on the road, making com-
pensatlon thelefm, and any such street or interurban railway c01p01at10n may acquire
and may hold or use such real estate or other real or personal property as may be neces-
sary for the eonstruction, mamtenance and operation of its railroad, elevated and subsur-
face’ strugtures for carrying the tracks thereof, and approaches and entrances thereto
and for statlons, depot grounds, sidings, connectlons and other accommodations reasonably
necessary to accomplish the objects of incorporation; and when reasonably necessary may
dequire the right to run its cars over bridges owned by cities of the second, third and
fourth clagses, towns and villages, and the approaches thereto on the rails of any other
street or electuc railway which it may meet, join, interseet or eross.

19813 * ‘Street and interurban railways; other lines, power to intersect, All of the
provisions of subsection (6) of section 190.02 relative to railroad erossings shall apply to
street and interurban railways. The commission shall have power fo determine the place
dt' and manner in which grade or other erossings shall be made.

193.14 ' Stieet and interurban railways; surveys.  Street and interurban railway
companies shall have the power to. cause such examination and surveys for a proposed
railroad to be made as may be necessary to the selection of the most advantageous route,
and for such purpose may. enter upon any lands or waters, but subject to responsibility for
all damages which shall be done thereto. .

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~193.17 Consolidation of railroads. Any domestic street or interurban railway cor-
poration may consolidate with any other stieet or interurban railway'company in the
manner provided in seetion' 190.06 and with the effect there declared, except that a certi-
fied copy of the documents 1equued by said section to be filed for 1ecord with the secretary
of state shall also be recorded in the office of the register of deeds of each county in this
state 1 in which the constituent corporations had their plmclpal place of husiness and in the
home county of the consolidated’ corporation. .

"'193,22° May borrow money; mortgages, Any stieet railway corporation organized
under any law may, by a vote of the stockholdérs owning three-fourths of the capital
stock, borrow money and execute any mortgage ov deed of trust, under the provisions of
subdivision - (9) of section 190.02 and section 190.11, emhracing therein any and all of
its property, real and personalj and may therein provide for the disposal and replacing
or substitution of its horses, harness, cars, motor vehicles or other property which shall he-
come old, worn, or unfit for use; and such substituted or after-acquired property shall be
then subject to the terms of stich instrument. 'Any such corporation having heretofore exe-
cuted any sueh mortgage or deed of trust emhracing any or all of its property, and having
since the execution of ‘Such mortgage or deed ‘of tlust engaged in the operation of motor
vehicles for the transportation of passengers or property for hire as a part of its busmess,
may, at its' option, execute a supplemental mortgage or deed of trust providing for the in-
dliision-of ‘any or all of the motor vehicles owned and operated by such eorporation within
the ‘terms of ‘the original mortgage or deed of trust, with the same effect as though such
motor vehicle had ‘been specifically therein desenbed in the first instance.

(2) Any person not lawfully entitled thereto who shall receive and use, or offer for
passage, any such fransfer ticket, or who shall sell or give away such Aransfer ticket to
another with intent to have such transfel ticket used, or offéred for passage after the time
limit for its.use shall have expired, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction
shall be pumshed by a ﬁne of not less . than five dollars nor more thau ten dollars for eaeh

193, 27 " ‘Interurban cars; drinking tank; toilet room, Every closed interurban car
shall be provided with a dnnkmg tank and a toilet room sufficient for the comfort and
convemence of passengers upon. such cars, and such drinking tank and toilet room shall
be af, all tlmes mamt‘uned in a sanitary condition; p10v1ded that such toilét room may be
locked Whlle such ear is within ‘a city. Any person owning or operating an interurhan

‘198, 30 Cars stop at railroad crossing. (1) Every stréet or interurban railway car
shall ‘come to 'a standstill at least twenty feet from theinearest rail of the track of ‘any
steain railroad to be crossed at grade; and such ear shall not'eross such track intil an em-
ploye of suchi railway shall have ascertained from a position on such track that it is safe
to proceed, unless such crossing shall be equipped with appliances which render it safe

193.32 - Car fenders. (1) All street or interurban cars, except trackless trolley
busses, operated singly, and the front car in all trains, shall be equipped with suitable
fenders or pilots so arranged and constructed as to protect pedestrians against injury.

When such question shall have heen submitted to the electors as
aforesaid the resolution discontinuing the proceedings shall not have foree and effect unless
a majority of the votes on such question shall be in favor thereof. Such election shall be
noticed, held and eonducted and the returns thereof canvassed and the result determined
in the manner provided for regular or special elections. Upon the disecontinuanece of such
proceeding no like proceeding shall be instituted until four years shall have elapsed from
the date of the discontinuance of the last proceeding.

193.456 Interurbans, indeterminate permits; other regulations. Any interurban
railway eompany operating under a license, permit or franchise which does not contain a
provision prohibiting such surrender, shall, upon filing at any time prior to five years
before the expiration of such license, permit or franchise, or prior to January 1, 1920, with
the clerk of the municipality which granted such license, permit or franchise and wilh the
commission a written declaration, that it surrenders such license, permit or franchise, re-
ceive by operation of law in lieu thereof an indeterminate permit under the same terms,
conditions and limitations as indeterminate permits for street railroads are held, and the
acceptance of such indeterminate permit shall constitute a consent by such interurban
railway company to the purchase by any such municipality of the property of such com-
pany actually used and useful for the public situated within the corporate limits of the
municipality and so much of the property of such interurban railway company situated
without the corporate limits of such municipality as the commission may find publie con-
venience and necessity demand be operated by such munieipality; and if such interurhan
railway company shall surrender such licenses, permits or franchises granted by adjoin-
ing municipalities, as between such municipalities, the one first exercising the option of
purchase shall have the right of purchase of property'oi the internrban company in such
adjoining municipality if the commission shall determine that public convenience and ne-
cessity require it. At the time of fixing the eompensation and other terms and eonditions
of sale and purchase, as provided in s. 19343, the commission shall determine whether
publie eonvenience and necessity require the interurban company to continue to operate
over the tracks and to continue to use the plant of the interurban company so acquired
by the municipality, and if so, the compensation to he paid therefor and the terms and
conditions under which said interurban company may continue to operate over said
tracks and use said plant, such terms and conditions and such compensation for the use
of said tracks and plant being subject to review from time to time by the eommission upon
written application of either party.

193.46 Franchises surrendered in toto. (1) No company owning a street or inter-
urban railway system shall receive an indeterminate permit for only a portion of such sys-
tem; and the surrender of any existing license, permit or franchise covering any portion
of such system in exchange for an indeterminate permit shall have the effect of a surrender
of all licenses, permits or franchises for such system and the acceptance of an indetermi-
nate permit in lieu thereof.
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(2) Every company owning a street or interurban railway system in this state shall be
deemed to have surrendered all existing licenses, permits or franchises and to have ac-
cepted in lieu thereof an indeterminate permit pursuant to sections 193.33 to 193.44, unless
on or before January 1, 1920, such company filed with the commission a notice that it

elected not to accept an indeterminate permit for its system,
