209.03 Nonpayment of judgment, bar to
business. No insurance company or mutual
benefit society, order or association against
which a,judgment as an insurer has been recov-
ered in this state shall, after 60 days from the
rendition of such judgment and while the same
remains unpaid,, issue any policy in this state . . I f
an appeal is taken the 60 days shall not begin to
run until after the case has been remitted to the
trial court

209.04 ' Licens ing of agents other than
life. ° (1) "AGENT" DEFINED The term
"agent", as used in this section, means any
natural person who acts as an agent as defined
in s. 209 ..047 .. It is unlawful for any person to
act as an agent unless he holds an agent's li-
cense and a certificate of registration issued by
the commissioner except as hereinafter provid-
ed .

(2) APPLICATION ; EXAMINATION; CERTIFI-
CATE OF REGISTRATION (a) Applr'cation. Ev-
ery natural person desiring to act as an agent
for an authorized insurer in thiss state on or af=
ter June 1,, 1962, shall apply , to the commis-
sinner, ffor a certificate ofregistration as herein-
af'ter, prescribed . The applicant for such certifi-
cate' shall submit to the commissioner his
written application therefor and shall make a
sworn statement on forms to be prepared by
the commissioner giving his name, marital sta-
tus, birth date, residence, place of"business and
occupation for the. 5-year period immediately
preceding the date of'such application, and his
contemplated insurance business address for
the `,year to follow if' a certificate is granted ;
whether he willl devote all or part of his efforts
to acting as an insurance agent, and, if' part
only, how much time he will devote to such
work and in what business he is engaged or
employed, whether he intends to comply with
s. 20153 (3) with reference to compensation
for effecting insurance upon his own property
or other risk; whether he has been refused or
has had suspended or revoked a license to so-
licit insurance applications by the commission-

er or other proper supervising officials of 'any
state; what instruction in insurance, if any, he
has had or expects to have; what insurance ex-
perience, if ' any, he has had ; whether any in-
surer or general agent claims he is indebted to
it or him under any agency contract or other-
wise, and, if so, the name of the claimant, ' the
nature of the claim and his defense thereto, if
any; whether he has had an agency contract .t
canceled and,, if so, when, by what insurer or
general agent and the reason for such action ;
whether if' applicant is married, his or her
spouse has ever applied for or held a license to
solicit insurance in this state and whether any
such license has been refused, suspended or re-
voked; and suchh other information and refer-
ences as thee commissioner in his discretion re-
quires Each agent shalll promptly report to the
commissioner any change in his business ad-
dress,
(b) Examination Each applicant for a certif=

irate of registration or agent's license (if ' no
such certificate is required) shall pay an exami-
nation fee as required by s . 60131 (17) and
submit to a personal written examination to
determinee his competence with respectt to the
kind of insurance contracts he intends to solic-
it, negotiate or, effect and his familiarity with
the pertinent laws of this state and passes the
samee to the satisfaction of the commissioner ;
except that no such examination or fee therefor
shall be required of any person who makes ap-
plicati on to solicit exclusively insurance for do -
mestic windstorm, cyclone and tornado insur-
ance companies operating on an assessment
plan or by any person who makes application
to solicit, exclusively, the kind of insurance for
which he held a license as a resident agent
within the 5 years immediately preceding the
date of filing his application unless during that
period, renewal of his license was denied for-
cause . . . The commissioner may, upon showing
just cause, require any applicant having previ-
ously held .d a certificate of registration to sub-
mit to a written, examination and pass the

same for any certificate before effecting the re-
newal of such certificate . The commissioner
shall require further ' examination of a certifi-
cate holder whenever such person indicates in-
tent to solicit, negotiate or effect kinds of " in-
surance for which he has not been licensed for
anyy insurer within the last 5 years. The com-
missioner shall establish rules with respect to
the scope, frequency, grading of papers, an-
nouncements of the results of such written ex-
aminations and the times and places within the
state where they shall be held . The commis-
sioner shall cause examinations to be conduct-
ed throughout the state at places reasonably
accessible to applicants at no less frequency
than once each month . In advance of such ex-
aminations the commissioner shall cause notice
to be given to all applicants . The commissioner
is authorized to appoint representatives
deemed competent who shall conduct the ex-
amination and to pay a fee to each person con-
ducting the examinations as his deputy . .

(c) Issuance or refusal of ' certifrcate ofregrs-
tratron; fee . If the commissioner is satisfied
that thee applicant for a certificate of " registra-
tion is intending in good faith to act as an in-
sucance agent, is trustworthy and worthy of a
certificate, the annual fee required by s . 60131
(16m) for such certificate has been paid or ten-
dered w ith the application, and the applicant,
if ' required, has passed a written examination, a
certificate of registration shall be issued .. If the
applicant has not passed his written examina-
tion, the commissioner ' shall notify the appli-
cant in writing that a certificate will not be is-
sued for that reason .
(d) Expiration and renewal of certlfcate .

The certificate of " registration shall remain in
force for one year or until the deathh of the
holder thereof, or until revocation in accord-
ance with this section, whichever occurs first .
The commissioner may promulgate rules per-
mitting the issuance of certificates for periods
other than annually for the purpose of assign-
ing the applicant to a group of certificate hold-
ers having a common renewal date . Certificates
may be renewed annually on the filing of an
application containing such information as the
commissioner deems necessary and payment of
the fee required by s . 601 . 31 (16m) ,

(3) APPLICATION AND FEE FOR AGENT'S Ld-
cErrs E . (a) Appllcation. Every natural person
desiring to act as an agent for an authorized
insurer in this state shall apply to the commis-
sioner through the insurer for a license to do
so as hereinafter prescribed . . The applicant for
such license shall submit to the commissioner
through the insurer his written ` application

therefor on forms prepared by the commission-
er, which application shall include a notarized
certificate signed by an officer or properly au-
thorized representative of each insurer stating
that the respective insurer has investigated the
character and background of the applicant and
is satisfied that he is trustworthy and qualified
to act as its agent andd tends to hold himself '
out in good faith to the general public as an
insurance agent and that the respective insurer
desires that the applicant be licensed as an
agent to represent it in this state : The applica-
tion for a license to act as an agent after June
1, 1962, shall include a sworn statement by the
applicant that he holds a currently valid certif-
icate of registration as required by this section
unless exempt from such requirement by par .
(c)

(b) Issuance of Ircense,, fee . If the commis-
sioner is satisfied that the applicant is intend-
ing in good faith to act as an insurance agent,
is trustworthy and worthy of a license and is a
resident of this state, unless application is for a
nonresident agent's license,, the annual fee re-
quired by s 60131 (15) for such license has
been paid or tendered with the application and
the applicant, if required, has passed a written
examination and holds a currently valid certifi-
cate of registration, a license shall be issued
forthwith, limited to the insure r' by whom the
agent is to be appointed .

(c) Nonresident agents . . 1 . A person not a
resident in this state may be licensed as an
agent upon - compliance with this section if the
state in which such person resides will accord
the same privilege to a resident of this state . .
2. The commissioner may enter into recipro-

cal agreements with the appropriate official of
any other state waiving the written examina-
tion, certificate of registration and fees therefor
of anyy applicant resident in such other state, :
provided that if ' a written examination is re-
quired forr the kind of insurance for which the
applicant wishes to be licensed in this state,
such other state also requires a written exami-
nation as a prerequisite for a license for the
same kind of insurancee and that such other
state does not require a certificate of registra-
tion or similar form from residents of ' this state
and that the appropriate official of such other
state certifies on a form prepared by the com-
missioner that the applicant holds a currently
valid license in such other state for the kind of
insurance for which he makes application to be
licensed in this state and either passed such
written examination or was a holder of a li-
cense to act as an agent for such kind of insur-
ance prior to the time such written examina-
tion was required
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(b) Military service. The commissioner may
issue a temporary registration and agent's li-
cense without requiring the applicant to pass a
written examination, to . obtain a certificate of
registration or to satisfy the requirements of
subs (2) and (3) except as to trustworthiness
to the designee of a licensed agent where such
agent has entered active duty in the armed
forces of the United States, for such period of
time as in the opinion of the commissioner
may be necessary for the continuation of the
business of the agent thereby affected

(c) Study and training. The commissioner
shall issue a temporary license without requir -
ing a certificate of registration and examina-
tion to an applicant for a license as agent of " an
insurer- while taking a preparatory course of
study, inst ruction and field training for written
examination under the supervision of his insur-
er who shall be responsible during such period
of temporary license for all acts or omissions
of such agent within the scope of his agency
appointment . Such temporary license shall be
valid until the last scheduled examination oc-
curring within 60 days after the date of tempo-
rary license and for a period of 15 days follow-
ing such examination or until he is advised of
his failure of such examination, whichever is
sooner . .

(d) Fee . The fee for a temporary license shall
be as required in s . 601 .. .31 ( 16) .

(5) AUTHORITY UNDER LICENSE; STATE-
MENT ON TERMINATION. . Any license issued to
an agent shall authorize him to act as such
agent during the time for which the company
appointing him is authorized to do an insur-
ance business in this state and during the time
for which the agent's license fee has been paid,
a certificate of registration is maintained in
force. (if such certificate is required) and such
agent is a bona fide resident of this state (if the
license is for a resident . agent) .. Every insurer
shall,, upon termination of the appointment of
anyy insurance agent, promptly return such li -
cense, if available to such insurer, to the com-
missioner and immediately file with the com-
m ssionei a statement of the facts relative to
the termination of the appointment and the
date.. The commissioner shall thereupon termi-
nate the license of such agent to represent such
insurer in this state.

(6) CORPORATIONS AND PARTNERSHIPS EX-
CLUDED AS AGENT 'S ., No corporation 02' part-
nership shall be licensed as an agent of any in-
surance company . .

(8) EXCHANGE OF BUSINESS . . Nothing in this
section shall be construed to prevent the prop-
er exchange of business between lawfully li-
censed resident agents of this state . :

(d) Kinds of licenses . The commissioner
shall promulgate rules establishing the kinds of
licenses which may be issued which shall be
limited in scope to the kind of insurance de-
fined by any subsection of s 201 04 or any
combination or division thereof..

(e) Possession of ' Ircenses , Each insurer shall
forward the original copy of every license to
the agent named thereon to act for such insur-
er and each agent shall retain possession of
such license while it is in effect and shall re-
turn same to the companyy for which it was is-
sued at such time as his appointment is termi-
nated by that company for the line of insur-
ance shown on such license.

(f) License term . The fee shall continue the
license in force until the following November 1
unless sooner revoked or terminated or until
the holder thereof fails to maintain in force a
certificate of registration as required herein .

(g) Lists of agents. License renewals may be
effected from year to year without further ac-
tion on the part of thee agent provided that an-
nually, priorr to November i of each year, the
insurer submits to the commissioner a list of
all agents appointed by it to act within the
state together with the required annual license
fees as provided in s 601,31 (15). Such list
shall show the name, license numbers, kinds of
licensess and birth date for each agentt whose li-
cense is to remain in effect . . The commissioner
may require such list to include the residence
address and business address of each agent . . No
license shall be renewed after June 1, 1961 for
any agent who does not hold a currently valid
certificate of registration at the time said ie-
newal is to be effected..

(4) TEMPORARY LICENSES . (a) Deceased oi
disabled agent . The commissioner may issue a
temporary agent's license without requiring the
applicant to pass a written examination, to ob-
tain a certificate of registration or to satisfy the
requirements of subs .. (2) and (3) except as to
trustworthiness, to the surviving spouse or
next of kin or to the administrator or executor
of' a deceased licensed agent or to the spouse,
next of kin, employe or legal guardian of a li-
censed agent becoming disabled because of
sickness, insanityy or injury, i f in the commis-
sioner's opinion such temporary license is nec-
essary for' the continuation of the business .s of
the agent thereby affected Such license may be
issued fox a term not exceeding 3 months and
the commissioner may in his discretion renew
suchh license for additional terms of 3 months
each, not exceeding in the aggregate 9 months ..
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(9) REFUSAL., SUSPENSION O R REVOCATION
OF L ICENSE OR CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRA-
TION, (a) Grounds . A certificate of registration
or license may be refused, suspended or re-
voked or the renewal thereof refused by the
commissioner, if he finds that the applicant
for, or holder :

1 . Has wilfully violated any provision of the
insurance laws of this state ; or

2 Has intentionally made a material mis-
statement in the application for such certificate
or license; or

3 . Has obtained, or attempted to obtain,
such certificate or license by fraud or misrepre-
sentation ; or

4 : Has misappropriated or converted to his
own use or illegally withheld money belongingg
to an insurer or an insured or beneficiary ; or

5 Has otherwise demonstrated lack of trust-
worthiness or competence to act as an insur-
ance agent; or

6 Has been guilty of fraudulent or dishonest
practices ; of

7 Has materially misrepresented, the terms
and conditions of insurance policies or con-
tracts; or

8 Has made or issued, or caused to be made
or issued, any statement misrepresenting or
making misleading comparisons regarding the
terms or conditions of any insurance or annui-
ty contract legally issued by any insurer, for
thee purpose of inducing or attempting to in-
duce the owner of such contract to forfeit or
surrender such contract or allow it to lapse for
the purpose of replacing such contract with an-
other ; or

9 . Has obtained or, attempted to obtain such
certificate or license, not for the purpose of
holding himself' out to the general public as an
insurance agent, but primarily fox the purpose
of soliciting, negotiating or procuring insur-
ance contracts under which he or members of
his family are insured, or under which are in-
sured the officers, directors, stockholders, part-
ners or employee of a partnership, association
or corporation of which he or a member of his
family is an officer, director, stockholder, part-
ner or employe except that the soliciting of
credit accident and health insurance by an of-
ficer or employe of 'a bank organized under ch .
221, a permittee under s . 1 .38 . .07 (4), a licensee
under s . 1 .38 ..09 or 218 . .01, or a national bank
shall not constitute grounds under this section
for refusal of such license; or

10 Has discounted a note taken in payment
of a premium before the issuance and delivery
of the policy to the insured ; or

11 .. Has misrepresented the financial or oth-
er condition of the company ; or

12 . Has violated any of the provisions of s .
134 . 10 or 134 1 .

(aa) Suspension for unauthorized act .. The
certificate of registration or license of any
agent who does any unauthorized act of an in-
surance business as set forth ins 618 02 (2)
shall be suspended for a period of not less than
90 days and such agent shall not be permitted
to do business until all liability for such viola-
tion is discharged .. Whenever the commissioner
receives notice of an unauthorized act of an in-
surance business he shall forthwith make an
inspection of the books and records of such
agent, and upon his refusal to permit such in-
spection the commissioner shall revoke his li-
cense .

(c) Application subsequent to revocation, re-
fusal of' renewal or suspension. 1 .. No person
whose certificate or license has been revoked
or the renewal thereof refused hereunder shall
be entitled to file another application for ' a li-
cense within 2 years from the effective date of
such revocation or refused renewal or if judi-
cial review of such revocation or refused re-
newal is sought, within 2 years from the date
of final court order or decree affirming such
revocation or refusal of renewal . Such applica-
tion, when filed, may be refused by the com-
missioner unlesss the applicant shows good
cause why the revocation or refused renewal of
his license shall not be deemed a bar to the is-
suance of a new license .

2 . No agent whose license has been suspend-
ed shall be entitled to file another application
for a license duringg such period of suspension .

(10) EXCLUSION FROM PROVISIONS.. The
provisions of this section requiring certificates
of registration and licenses shall nott apply to
persons engaged in the following activities :
(a) Town mutuals . Except as otherwise pro-

vided in s. 202 06 (7), persons engaged in the
business of soliciting insurance exclusively for
town mutual insurance companies .

(b) Clerical help . A person employed by an
insurance agent or insurer solely for the per-
formance of clerical, stenographic or similar
office duties who incidentally takes insurance
applications and receives premiums if ' his com-
pensation is not related to the volume of such
applications, insurance or premiums .

(c) Incidental transportation insurance . The
ticket-selling agent of a railroad or steamship
company, carrier' by air or public bus carrier,
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209.047 Agent defined . Every person who
solicits, negotiates or effects insurance of any
kind, including annuities, on behalf of any in-
surance company, nonprofit service plan as de-
fined by s . 200.26, or person desiring insurance,
or transmits an application for a policy of insur-
ance or an annuity contract, other than for him-
self, to and f rom any such company, or who
makes or proposes to make any contract for in-
surance or annuities, or who collects any premi-
um, assessment, fees or dues for insurance or
annuities or in any manner aids or assists in
doing either, or in transacting any business of
like nature for any insurance company, or non-
profit service plan as defined by s . 200 26 or
advertises to do any such thing, or who makes
or proposes to make, as guarantors or surety,
any contract of guaranty or suretyship as a vo-
cation and not merely incidental to any other
legitimate business or activity of the guarantor
or surety shall be held to be an agent of such
insurer toall intents and purposes, unless it can
be shown that he receives no compensation for
such services. . The term "agent" shall : not in-
clude any regular salaried officer or employe of
a licensed insurer or of a licensed insurance
agent who does not solicit or accept applica-
tions from the public for any such contract A
regular salaried officer or employe of an insurer
authorized to do business in this state shall not
be deemed to be an "agent" by reason of ren-
dering assistance to or on behalf ' of a licensed
agent, provided that such salaried officer or em-
ploye devotes substantially all of his time to ac-
tivities other than the solicitation (if' applica-
tions for insurance or, annuity contracts and re-
ceives no commission or other compensation
directly dependent upon the amount of business
obtained. The term "agent" shall not include
the attorney in fact of ' a recipr ocal or interinsur-
ance exchange, nor the traveling salaried home
office representatives of such an exchange ope-
rating on a salary basis and receiving no com-
missions, but shall include everyy person who
solicits, negotiates or effects insurance on behalf '
of such an exchange as an appointed agent on a
commission basis ..

When an independent insurance broker on behalf of an
insured, acting through an agency of the insurer, obtains a
policy which does not cover an item requested by the in -

acting in the capacity of an insurance adviser,
counselor or analyst and as such serving any

who acts as agent in the sale of accident insur-
ance tickets to individuals, insurance on per-
sonal effects against loss of damages while be-
ing carr i ed as baggage incident to the sale of 'a
passenger's transportation ticket . .

(d) Fur storeys Persons engaged in the busi-
ness of fu r storage who deliver to their storage
customers certificates or policies providing in-
surance on specified furs, garments trimmed
with fur or other garments accepted for stor-
age and who collect the premium therefor,
provided they receive no compensation for
such service . .

(e) Newspaper accident insurance .. Newsboys
and managers of newspaper distribution offices
who incidentally take applications for so-called
"Newspaper Accident Insurance" and receive
premiums in connection therewith .. .

(f) Retail jewelers Retail , jewelers who inci-
dentally and occasionally take applications for
insurance on their merchandise as it is sold
provided they receive no compensation for
such service .

(11) NONPROFIT SICKNESS CARE, HOSPITAL
SERVICE, DENTAL . CARE PLANS AND PREPAID
PRESCRIPTION AND OPTOMETRIC PLANS . For'
the purpose of regulating agents of nonprofit
sickness care plans as organized under ch 148,
hospital service plans as organized under s . .
182 . . 032, or dental care plans as organized un-
der s 447 . . 13, or prepaid prescript ion -plans as
organized under s. 450.. 13, or optometric ser-
vicevice plans as organizedd under s . 449.. 15 :

(a) ".`Agents" as used in this section includes
any saless representative soliciting, negotiating
or effecting suchh contracts or sickness care as
permitted by ch . 148 or hospital service as per-
mitted by s . 182,032 but excludes any regular
salaried officer or employe, who does not solic-
it, negotiate or effect such contracts.. A regular
salaried officer or employe of an authorized or-
ganization or corporation of 'f'ering such con-
tracts shall not be deemed to be an agent by
reason of rendering assistance to, or on behalf '
of an agent, provided that such salaried officer
or employe devotes substantially all of hiss time
to activities other than the solicitation of appl i -
cations for such contracts and receives no
commission or other compensation directly de-
pendent upon the amount of business obtained . .

(b) "Insurer" as used in this section includes
any organization or corporation established
pursuant to ch 148 or s . 182 . 032 ,
History : 197 1 c . 40 s . 93 ; 1971 c 239, 260 .0

person not engaged in the insurance business
for compensation paid or to be paid by the per -
son served, shall directly or indirectly receive
any part of commission or compensation paid
by any insurer or agent of" any insurer in con-
nection with the sale or wr i ting of any insur-
ance which is within the subject matter of any
such service.
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(g) That each such device is supervised, in-
spected and tested by the agent with such f're=
quency as is reasonably necessary or as re -
quired by the commissioner, and if any device
is not in good working condition the agent
shall promptly cause a notice to be displayed
thereon that the same i s out of order , and
cause said device to be promptly removed fiom
service until it is in proper' working order .

(h) That the agent promptly refunds to each
applicant or prospective applicant money de-
posited in any defective device and for which
no insurance, or a less amount than paid for, is
actually received .

(i) Thatt the agent hold a special vending
machine license for each such device .

(3) The commissioner may establish such
other rules for types and locations of devices
authorized hereunder, their maintenance and
operation and the methods to be used by .the
agent in the solicitation and sale of insurance
by means of such devices as is reasonable and
necessary . .

(4) The application for a license fox eachh de-
vice to be used shall be made by the agent in
such form and with such information as is pre-
scribed by the commissioner . A fee of $3 for
each device shall be paid at the time of making
application. Upon approval of the application,
the commissioner' shall issue to the agent a spe-
cial vending machine license . The license shall
apply to a specific device or to any device of
identical type which, after written notice by
the agent to the commissioner, is substituted
f'or, it The license shall specify the name and
address of' the agent, the name and home office
address of the insuring company, the name or
other identifying information of the policies to
be sold, the serial number or other identifica-
tion of the device and the address, including
the location on the premises, where the device
is to be in operation . . A device for which a li-
cense has been issued for operation at a specif-
ic address may be transferred to a different ad-
dress during the license yearr upon written no-
tice to the commissioner at the time of such
transfer. The license for , each device shall ex-
pire on September 1 of each year, but may be
renewed from year to year by the commission-
er upon approval of the application by the
agent and the furnishing of such information
as shall be requested by the commissioner, and
the payment of $3 for each license year or part
thereof for each device .. Proof ' of the existence
of a subsisting license shall be displayed on or
about each such device in use in such manner
as the commissioner requires .

209 .05 Vending mach ines for sale of i n -
surance. (1) No insurance shall be offered for
sale, issuedd or sold by or from any vending ma-
chine or appliance or any other medium, device
or object designed or used for vending pur-
poses, herein called a device, except as provided
in this section .

(2) Resident insurance agents licensed under,
s 209,04 to solicit applications for and to sell
policies of personal travel accident insurance
providing benefits for accidental bodily injury
or accidental death may also solicit applica-
tions for and issue or sell such insurance by
means of devices supervised by them and
placed in locations for- convenience of the trav-
eling public, upon the followingg conditions
only :

(a) That each policy to be sold by or from a
device is reasonably suited for sale and issu-
ance through a device, and that the use of'such
device therefor in a particular proposed loca-
tion would be of material convenience to the
traveling public.

(b) That the type of device proposed to be
used is reasonably suitable and practical for
the purpose.

(c) That there is prominently displayed a
copy of such policy informing the prospective
purchaser of the benefits, limitations and ex-
clusions of the policy, the premium rates for
such policy, the name and address of'the agent
and the name and home office address of the
insuring company .

(d) That such device is so constructed and
operated that it retains or has a suitable place
for deposit and safe keeping of a copy of the
application, whichh shall show the date of the
application, name and address of the applicant
and the beneficiary, and the amount of insur•-
ance:

(e) That no policy of insurance sold by or
from such a device shall be for a period of" time
longer than the duration of 'a specifiedd one-way
trip or round trip of not to exceed 180 days .

(f) That such device has on it or immediate-
ly adjacent thereto, in a prominent location,,
adequate envelopes for use of purchasers in
mailing policies vended through such device,
or that the policy itself, if designed to permit
such procedure, may be mailed without an en-
velope The commissioner may by written no-
tice to the agent, modify or waive these re-
quirements

(2) No breach of a warranty in a policy shall
defeat or avoid such policy unless the breach
of such warranty increased the risk at the time
of the loss, or contributed to the loss, or exist-
ed at the time of the loss . .

(3) This section applies to fraternal benefit
societies .
