(1) Whoever does any of
the following may be fined not more than $5,-
000 or imprisoned not more than 10 years or
both :

(a) Attempts .s the overthrow of the govern-
ment of the United States -oY this state by thee
use or threat of physical - violence ; or

(b) Is -a party to a - conspiracy with or a solic-
itation of another to overthrow the government
of the United States or this state by the use or
threat of physical violence ; or

(c) Advocates or teaches the duty, necessity,
desirability or propriety of overthrowing the
government of the United States or this state
by the use or threat of physical violence with
intent that such government be overthrown ; or
(d) Organizes or assists in the organization

of an assembly with knowledge that the pur-
pose of thee assembly is to advocate or teach
the duty, necessity, desirability or propriety of

946.01 Treason. (1) Any person owing alle-
giance to this state who does any of the follow-
ing shall be sentenced to life imprisonment :

(a) Levies war' against . this, state ; or
(b) Adheres to the enemies of this state, giv-

ing them aid and, comfort .
(2) No person may be convicted of treason

except on the testimony of 2 witnesses to the
same overt act, or on his confession in open
court . .

946 .02 Sabotage. (1) Whoever does any of
the following may be fined not more than $10,-
000 or imprisoned not more than 10 years or
both :

(a) I ntentionally damages, interferes with, or
tampers with any property with reasonable
grounds to believe that his act will hinder, de-
lay, or interfere with the prosecution of war or
other military action or the preparation for de-
fense, war, or other military action by the
United States or itss allies ; or

(b) Intentionally makes a defective article or
on inspectionn omits to note any defect in an
article with reasonable grounds to believe that
such article is intended to be used in the prose-
cution of war.r or other military action or the
preparation for defense, war, or, other military
action by the United States or its allies .

(2) Any public officer or public emp loye
who directly or indirectly accepts or offers to
accept any property or any personal advan-
tage, which he is not authorized to receive,
pursuant to an understanding that he will act
in a certain manner in relation to any matter
which by law is pending or might come before
him in his capacity as such officer or employe
or that he will do or omit to do any act in vio-
lation of his lawful duty .

946.11 Special pr i vileges from public uti l-
ities . (1) The following may be fined not more
than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than 5
years or both :

(a) Whoever offers or gives for any purpose
to any public _officer, or to any person at the
request or for the advantage of'such officer any
free pass or frank, or any privilege withheld
from any person, for, the traveling accommoda-
tion or, transportation of any person or proper-
ty or for the transmission of any message or
communication ; or

(b) Any public officer who asks for' or ac-
cepts from any person or uses in any manner
or for any purpose any free pass or frank, or
any privilege withheld from any person for the
traveling accommodation or transportation of
any person or property or for the transmission
of any message or communication ; or

(c) Any public utility or agent or officer
thereof' who offers or gives for any purpose to
any public officer or to any person at the re-

946 .06 Improper use of the flag. (1) Who-
ever intentionally does any of'the following may
be fined not more than $100 or imprisoned not
more than 3 months or both :

(a) Places on or attaches to the flag any
word,, mark, design, or advertisement not
properly a part of such flag; or

(b) Exposes to public view a flag upon which
has been placed or attached a word, mark, de-
sign, or advertisement not properly a part of
suchh flag ; or

(c) Manufactures or exposes to public view
an article of merchandise or a wrapper or re-
ceptacle for merchandise upon which the flag
is depicted ; or

(d) Uses the flag for commercial advertising
purposes``

overthrowing the government of the United
States or, this state by the use or threat of
physical violence with intent that such govern-
ment be overthrown . .

(2) Whoever permits any premises under his
care, control or supervision to be used by an
assembly with knowledge that the purpose of
the assembly is to advocate or, teach the duty,
necessity, desi rability or propriety of over-
throwing the government of the United States
or this state by the use or threat of physical
violence with intent that such government be
overthrown or, after learning that the premises
are being so used, permits such use to be con-
tinued may be fined not more than $1,000 or
imprisoned not more than one year in county
jail or both . .

946.04 Display of sed i t i ous flag or em-
blem. Whoever at a public or private meeting
or' gathering of people or in a parade intention-
ally displays the red flag or any other flag, ban-
ner, or emblem which symbolizes a purpose to
overthrow the government of'the United States
or of this state by the use or threat of physical
violence may be fined not more than $100 or
imprisoned not more than 6 months or' both ..

946 .05 Flag desecration . (1) Whoever in-
tentionally and publicly mutilates, defiles, or
casts contempt upon the flag may be fined not
more than $500 or imprisoned not more than
one year or both .

(2) In this section "flag" means anything
which is or purports to be the Stars and
Stripes, the United. States shield, the United
States coat of arms, the Wisconsin state flag,
or a copy, picture, or representation of any of
them,

(2) This section does not apply to flags de-
picted on written or printed documents or pe-
riodicals or on stationery, ornaments, pictures,
or ,jewelry, provided there are no unauthorized
words or designs on such flag and provided the
flag is not connected with any advertisement..

(3) In this section "flag" has the meaning
designated in s . 946.. 05 .

BRIBERY AND OFFICIAL
MISCONDUCT..
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(4) In his capacity as such officer or em-
ploye, makes an entry in an account or record
book or return, certificate, report or statementt
whichh in a material respect he intentionally fal-
sifies; or

(5) Under color off his office or employment,
intentionally solicits or accepts for the per-
formance of any service or duty anything of
value which he knows is greater or less than is
fixed by law . . .

946 .13 Private interest i n public contract
prohibited . (1) Any `public officer or public
employe who does any of the following may be
fined not more than $500 or imprisoned not
more than one year or, both :

(a) In his private capacity, negotiates ar, bids
for or enters into a contract inwhich he has a
private pecuniary interest, direct or indirect, if
at the same time he is authorised or required
by law to participate in his capacity as such
officer or employe in the making of that con-
tract or to perform in regard to that contract
some official function requiring the exercise of
discretion on his part; or

(b) In his capacity as such officer or em-
ploye, participates in the making of a contract
in which he has a private pecuniary interest,
direct or indirect, or performs in regard to that
contract some function requiring the exercise
of discretion on his part . .

(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to the fol-
lowing :

(a) Contracts in which any single public offi-
cer or employe is privately interested Which do
not involve receipts and disbursements by the
state or, its political subdivision aggregating
more than $2,000 in any year .

(b) Contracts involving the deposit of public
funds in public depositories; or

(c) Contracts involving loans made pursuant
to s. 67 .12; or

(d) Contracts for the publication of legal no-
tices required to be published, provided such
notices aree published, at a rate not higher than
that prescribed by la ;, or

(e) Contracts for the issuance to a public of-
ficer, or employe of tax titles, tax sale certifi-
cates, or instruments, representing an interest
in, or secured by, any fund consisting in whole
or in part of taxes in the process of" .collection,
provided : such titles, certificates,- or instru-
ments are issued in payment of salary or other
obligations due such officer or employer or

(f) Contracts for the, sale of bonds or securi-
ties issued- by a political subdivision of the
state; provided such bonds or, securities are
sold at a bona fide public salee to the highest

quest or for the advantage of such officer, any
frank or any privilege withheld from any per-
son for any product or service produced, trans-
mitted, delivered, furnished or rendered or to
be produced, transmitted, delivered, furnished
or rendered by any public utility, or any free
product or service whatsoever ; or

(d) Any public officer who asks for or ac-
cepts or uses in any manner or for any purpose
any frank or privilege withheld from any per-
son for any product or service produced, trans-
mitted, delivered, furnished or rendered by any
public utility

(2) I n this section :
(a) "Free pass" means any formm of ticket or

mileage entitling the holder to travel over, any
part of a railroad or other, public transporta-
tion system and issued to the holder' as a gift
or, in consideration or partial consideration of
any service performed or to be performed by
such holder, except that it does not include
such ticket or mileage when issued to an em-
ploye of the railroad or public transportation
system pursuant to a contract of employment
and not in excess of the transportation rights
of other employes of the same class and senior-
ity, nor does it include free transportation to
policemen or firemen whenn on duty;

(b) "Public utility" has the meaning desig-
nated in s, 196 01 .

(3) This section does not apply to notaries
public and regular employes of a railroad or
other public utility who hold public offices for
which the annual compensation is not more
than $300 to whom no passes or privileges are
extended beyond those which are extended to
other regular employes of such corporation.,.

946 . 12 Misconductt in publicc office . Any
public officer or public employe who does any
of the following may be fined` not more than
$500 or, : imprisoned not more than one year or
both :

(1) Intentionally fails or, refuses to perform a
known mandatory, nondiscretionary, ministeri-
al duty of his office or employment within the
time-or in the manner required by law ; or

(2)' In his capacity as such officer or em-
ploye, does an act which he knows is in excess
of his lawful authority or, which he knows he is
forbidden by law to do in his official capacity ;
OT

(3) Whether by act of commission or omis-
sion, in his capacity as such officer or employe
exercises a discretionary power in a manner in-
consistent with the duties of his office or em-
ployment or the rights of others and with in-
tent to obtain a dishonest advantage for him-
self' or another ; of
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bidder and the public officer or employe ac-
quiring the private interest has no duty to vote
upon the issuance of the bonds or securities ..

(3) A contract entered into in violation of
this section is void and the state or the political
subdivision in whose behalf the contract was
made incurs no liability thereon .

(4) I n this section- "contract" includes acon-
veyance .

(5) Subsection (1) (b) shall not apply to a
public officer or publicc employe by reason of
hiss holding not more than 2 per centt of the
outstanding capital stock of a corporate body
involved in such contract

(6) Subsection (3) shall not apply to con-
tracts creating a publicc debt, as defined in s .
18..01 (2), if' the requirements of s . 18 .14 (1)
have been met No evidence of indebtedness, as
defined in s . 18 01 (3), shall be invalidated on
account of a .violation of this section by a pub-
lic officer or public employe, but such officer
or employe andd the surety on his official bond
shall be liable to the state for any loss to it oc-
casioned by such violation ..

(7) Subsection (1) shall not apply to any
public officer or public employe, who receives
compensation for his services as such officer or
employe, exclusivee of advances or reimburse-
ments-for expenses, of' less than . $10,000 per
year, merely by reason of his being a director,
offices, employe, agent or attorney of or for a
state or nationall bank, savings bank or trust
company,, or any holding company thereof.
This subsection shall- not apply to any such
person whose compensation by such financial
institution is directly dependent upon procur-
ing public business. Compensation determined
by longevity, general quality of work or the
overall performance and condition of such fi-
nancial institution shall not be deemed com-
pensation directly dependent upon procuring
publicc business

946 . 14 Purchasing claims at less than full
value. Any public officer or public employe
who in his private capacity directly or indirect-
ly intentionally purchases for less than full val-
ue' or' discounts any claim held by another
against the state of °a political subdivision there-
of or against any public fund may be fined not
more than $500 or imprisoned not more than
one year or both .

946 .15 Purchasing cla ims for collection .
A constable who lends or advances, agrees to
lend or advance, or procures to be lent of ad-
vanced anything of value to another as an in-

946 . 31 Perjury. (1) Whoever underr oath or
affirmation orally makes a false material state-
ment which he does nott believe to be true, in
any matter, cause, action or proceeding, before
any of the following, whetherr de,jure or de fac-
to, may be fined not more than $5,000 or im-
prisoned not more than 5 years or both :

(a) A court ;
(b) A magistrate;
(c) A judge, referee or court commissioner ;
(d) An administrative agency or arbitrator

authorized by statute to determine issues of
fact;

(e) A notary public while taking testimony
for use in an action or proceeding pending in
court ;

(f) An officer authorized to conduct inquests
of the dead ;

946 .32 Fa lse swe ar ing. (1) Whoever does
either of the following may be fined not more
than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than 3
years or both :

(a) Under oath or affirmation makes or sub-
scribes a false statement which he does not be-
lieve is true, when such oath of affirmation is
authorized or required by law or is required by
any public officerr or governmental agency as a
prerequisite to such officer or agency taking
some official action .

(b) Makes or subscribes 2 inconsistent state-
ments under oath or affirmation in regard to
any matter respecting which an oath or affir-

ducement to another r person to place a cause of
action in his hands for- prosecution or collection
or as a reward or consideration for another per-
son having done so may be fined not more than
$200 or imprisoned not more than 6 months,
and the judgment of conviction shall operate as
a forfeiture of the office .

Any judicial officer who causes to be brought in
a court over which he presides any action or
proceeding upon a claim placed in his hands as
agent or attorney for collection may be fined
not more than $500 . .

(3) Any person in custody under any of the
following circumstances whoo intentionally es-
capes from custody may be imprisoned not
more than 5 years :

(a) Sentenced to a state prison ; : or
(b) Sentenced for one year ', or more in a

county reforestation camp or house of correc-
tion for a felony ; or

(c) Committed tothe department of health
and social services as a juvenile but placed by
it in a state prison pursuant to s : 48.52 (2) .

(d) ` Committed to the department of health
and social services pursuant to ch . 975

(4) Sentences imposed under this section
shall be consecutive to any sentence previously
imposed or which may be imposed 'for ` any
crime or ` offense for ' which the person ' was in
custody when he escaped . .

(5) In this section:
(a) "Escape" means to leave in any manner

without lawful permission or authority ;
(b) "Custody" includes without limitation

actual custody of an institution or of a peace
officer or institution guard andd constructive
custody of pr isoners temporarily outside the
institution whether for the purpose of work or
medical care or otherwise Under s . 56.08 (6) it
means, without limitation, that of the sheriff of
the county to which the prisoner was trans-
ferred after conviction . . It does not include the
custody of a probationer' or parolee by the de-
partment of health and social services or a pro-
bation or parole office r unless the prisoner is in
actual custody after revocation of his probation
or parole or to enforce ' discipline or to prevent
him from absconding ;

946 .42 Escape . (1) Any person in custody
under any of the following circumstances who
intentionally escapes from custody may be fined
not more than $200 or imprisoned not more
than 6 months or both :

under circumstances which demonstrate that
the witness or subscriber knew at least one of
the statements to be false when made ..

946 .40 Refus ing to aid officer . (i) Whoev-
er, withoutt reasonable excuse, refuses or fails,
upon command, to aid any person known to
him to be a peace officer may be fined not more

946.41 Resisting or obstructin g officer.
(1) Whoever knowingly resists or obstructs an
officer while such officer is doing any act in his
official capacity and with lawful authority, may
be fined not more than $500 or imprisoned not
more than one year in county jail or both ..

(2) In this section :
(a) "Officer" means a peace officer or other

public officer, or public employe having the au-
thority by virtue of his office or employment to
take another into custody

(b) "Obstructs" includes without limitation
knowingly giving false information to the offi-
cer with intent to mislead him in the perform-
ance of his duty including the service of any
summons or civil process ..

(3) Whoever by violating this section hin-
ders, delays, or prevents an officer from proper-
ly serving or executing any summons or civil
process, is civilly liable to the person injured
-for any . actual loss caused thereby and to the
officer or his superiorr for any damages ad-
judged against either of them by reason there-
of
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(c) "Legal arrest" includes without limita-
tion an arrest pursuant to process fair on its
face notwithstanding insubstantial irregular-
ities

946 .43 Assaults by prisoners. Any prison-
er confined to a state prison or to any other
institution by virtue of a transfer from a state
prison who intentionally does any of the follow-
ing maybe imprisoned not more than 10 years :

(1) Places an officer, employe, visitor or an-
other. inmatee of such prison or institution in
apprehension of an immediate battery likely to
cause death or great bodily harm ; or

(2) Causes bodily harmm to an officer, em-
ploye, visitor or another inmate of such prison
or institution without his consent ; : or

(3) Confines or restrains an officer, employe,
visitor or another inmate of such prison or in-
stitution without his consent..

946 .44 Ass ist i ng or permitting escape .
(1) The following may be fined not more than
$500 or imprisoned not more than 5 years or
both :,

(a) Any officer or, employe of an institution
where prisoners are detained who intentionally
permits a prisoner in his custody to escape ; or

(b) Whoever with intent to aid any prisoner
to escape from custody introduces into the in-
stitution where he is detained or transfers to
such prisoner anything adapted or useful in
making an ;escape; or

(c) Whoever intentionally introduces into an
institution where prisoners are detained or
transferss to a prisoner any firearm, whether
loaded or unloaded.

(2) I n this section ".`custody" and "escape"
have the meaning designated in s 946 .42

946 .45 Negligently allow i ng escape. (1)
Any officer or employe of an institution where
prisoners are detained who, through his neglect
of duty ; allows a prisoner in his custody to es-
cape may be fined not more than $200 or im-
prisoned not more than 6`months or both :

(2) In this section "custody" and "escape"
have the meaning designated in s : 946 42 .

946.46 Encouraging v i olat ion of prob a-
tion or parole . Whoever intentionally aids or
encourages a parolee or probationer or any per-
son committed to the department of health and
social services by reason of crime or delinquen-
cy to abscond or violate a term or condition of
his parole; or probation may be fined not more
than $500 or imprisoned not more than one
year in county ,jail or both
History: 19711 c .

946 .47 Harboring or aiding felons. (1)
Whoever does either of the following may be
fined not more than $500 or imprisoned not
more than one year or both :

(a) With intent to prevent the apprehension
of a felon, harbor'ss or aids him ; or

(b) With intent to preventt the apprehension,
prosecution : or conviction of a felon, destroys,
alters, hides, or disguisess physical evidence or
places false evidence .

(2) ; As used in thiss section "felon" means ei-
ther of"the following:

(a) A person who commitss an actt within the
jurisdiction of this . state which constitutes a fel-
ony under the law of this state ; or

(b) A person who commits an act within the
jurisdiction of''another state- which is punisha-
ble by imprisonmentt for one ,year or more in a
state prison or penitentiary under .r thee law of
that state and would, if' committed in this
state, constitute a felony under the law of this
state .. "

(3) This section does not apply to the felon
or his spouse, parent, grandparent, child,
grandchild, brother or sister by consanguinity
or affinity of such felon.

946 .48 Kidnapped or missing persons;
false information . (1) Whoever sends, deliv-
ers, or causes to be transmitted to another any
written or' oral communication with intent to
induce a false belief that the sender has knowl-
edge of the whereabouts, physical condition, or
terms imposed upon the return of a kidnapped
or missing person may be fined not more than
$2,000 or imprisoned not more than 'S years or
both, .

(2) Violation of this sectionn may be prose-
cuted in either the county where the communi•-
cation wass sent or the county in which it was
received

946 .49 Bai l jump ing .. (1) Whoever, having
been released from -custody pursuant to ch . 969,
intentionally fails to comply with the terms of
his bond may :

(a) I f the offense with which he is charged is
a misdemeanor, be fined not more than the
maximum provided for such misdemeanor or
imprisoned not more than 6 months or both.

(b) If the offense with which he is charged is
a felony, be fined not more than $5,000 or im-
prisoned not more than 5 years or both . .

(2) A witness for whom bail has been re-
quired pursuant to s . 969,01 (3) may be fined
notmore than $1,000 or imprisoned not more
than one year in the county jail or both for
failure to appear as provided . .
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946 .67 Compound ing crime. (1) Whoever
receives any property in return for a promise,
express or implied, to refrain from prosecuting
a crime or to refrain from giving information
bearing on the probable success of a criminal
prosecution may be fined not more than $1,000
or imprisoned not more than 6 months or both ..

(2) Subsection (1) does not apply if the act
upon which the actual or supposed crime is
based has caused a loss for-which a civil action
will lie and the person who has sustained such
loss reasonably believes that he is legally enti-
tled to the property received

(3) No promise mentioned in this section
shall ,justify the promisor in refusing to testify
or to produce evidence against the alleged
criminal when subpoenaed to do so .

946.68 Simulating legal process. (1)
Whoever sends or delivers to another any docu-
ment which simulates a summons, complaint,
or court process with intent thereby to induce
payment of a claim may be fined not more than
$200 or imprisoned not more than 6 months or
both .

(2) Proof that the document was mailed or
was delivered to any person with intent that it
be forwarded to the intended recipient is suffi-
cient proof of sending . ..

(3) This section applies even though the sim-
ulating document contains a statement to the
effect that it is not legal process, .

of depriving the parent or other person of the
custody of the child without the consent of"
such parent or other person, unless the court
which awarded custody has consented that the
child be taken out of' the state by the person
who so takes him . .
