(a) The registration was completed through
fraud or error and the person who registered the
vehicle does not or cannot register the vehicle
properly; or

(b) The required fee has not been paid and the
same is not paid upon reasonable notice and
demand . .

(2) Any registration suspended pursuant to
this section continues to be suspended until
reinstated by the administrator, The administra-
tor shall reinstate the registration when the
reason for the suspension has been removed ..

(3) Whenever the registration of a vehicle is
suspended under this section, the owner or
person in possession of the registration plates
shall forthwith return them to the division . . Any
person who fails to return the plates as required
by this section may be required to forfeit not
more than $200 .
